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SCYTHIAN-TIME FORTUNE SITE IN POSULLA

Abstract

The purpose of the research is to generalise and systematise archaeological information
about the Scythian-era settlements within the boundaries of Posul, to analyse their spatial location,
structural features and cultural affiliation to clarify the role of these monuments in the socio-
political processes of the Early Iron Age in Left-Bank Ukraine.

The research methodology is based on a combination of archaeological, typological and
spatial analysis, considering the historical and cultural context, which allows for a comprehensive
description of the Scythian settlements of Posul.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in the generalisation and systematisation of
archaeological data, the isolation of the areas of fortified settlements with their inherent features,
as well as in expanding ideas about the chronological boundaries and functional duration of the
monuments in the context of the socio-political processes of the Early Iron Age in Left-Bank
Ukraine.

Conclusions. Despite more than 100 years of study of the monuments of Posul, they cannot
be considered to have been studied in detail. The northern group, namely Basivske, Svyrydivske,
and Hlynske, can be viewed as the most studied among the hillforts of the Sula River basin. The
most significant work was done on these monuments; their sizes and dating were established. Most
of the hillforts, especially the southern group, particularly Lugovitske, Postav-Mukal, and
Sukhonosivske, were only examined or studied episodically. This makes it impossible to have a
comprehensive idea of the region’s defensive points system. At the same time, the analysis of the
spatial location of the monuments allows us to speak about the existence of two main areas -
northern and southern - each of which had its specifics of settlement, features of landscape
selection and organisation of fortifications. The dominant position among them is occupied by
Basivske hillfort, which is distinguished by its size, complexity of fortifications, and the presence of
accompanying burial complexes. Chronologically, most of the hillforts arose in the middle of the

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6" century BC, and their functioning mainly falls on the Scythian period, with the probable
continuation of the use of individual sites in the Zarubynet period. This indicates the existence of
settlement structures for a relatively long time and their adaptation to changes in the political and
demographic situation.

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ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESEARCH IN GORODSK (1930-509)

Abstract

The article highlights the history of archaeological research of the multi-layered settlement
of Gorodsk, an eponymous monument of the late Trypillian culture and a monument of the Ansient
Rus period during the 1930s-50s.

The purpose of the article: to highlight the stages of archaeological study of Gorodsk during
the 1930s-50s. The methodological basis of the study is the principle of scientificity and
systematicity, methods of analysis, synthesis, generalization.

Scientific novelty: for the first time, information on the study of archaeological monuments
of Gorodsk during the 1930s-1950s. And the modern study of materials from the monument were
analyzed and systematized.

Conclusions. Archaeological study of monuments on the territory of the village of Gorodske
began at the end of the 19th century, but large-scale archaeological research was first carried out in
1936, when employees of the Polissya Historical and Technical Expedition of the Institute of Mines
and Mineralogy of the Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR conducted reconnaissance
excavations at all three hillforts. During the reconnaissance excavations of 1936, chronicle
information about the destruction of the hillfort by Prince Danylo Galicia was confirmed, in
particular due to the presence of human skeletons in the burnt cages. At the second hillfort,
Chervona Gora, the remains of an Eneolithic settlement were found, which became the first known
Late Trypillian settlement located on the banks of the Teteriv River. Further research allowed us to
trace the layout of the settlement, two types of housing construction, and study its material culture.
Later, the Gorodske Late Trypillian settlement became an eponymous monument that illustrated
certain local features and was considered by researchers as the final stage of the existence of the
Trypillian culture. The study of the Ansient Rus stage of the monument’s functioning continued in
1940. Excavations were mainly carried out at the so-called Small settlement, which was finally fully
explored in 1958. According to researchers, the Small settlement was a separate fortified part of the
chronicle city where artisans lived. In the subsequent period, as a result of the study of excavation
materials, in particular ceramics, two cultural and chronological horizons were distinguished -
Ancient Rus and post-Horde. This indicated that life on the settlement did not completely cease
after 1257.

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THE NEWSPAPER «DILO»
AS A SOURCE FOR STUDYING THE PARLIAMENTARY ACTIVITY OF ANDRII KOS

Abstract

The purpose of the research is to analyze the Ukrainian daily newspaper Dilo as a source for
researching the parliamentary activity of Andrii Kos - one of the leading Ukrainian deputies to the
Imperial Council of Austria-Hungary at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries. The focus is on
identifying the role of the publication in informing the public about the activities of Ukrainian
parliamentarians, particularly Kos, as well as reconstructing his political stance through
journalistic, analytical, and stenographic materials.

The research methodology is grounded in the principles of historicism, narrative analysis,
and source criticism. The primary source base consists of «Dilo» publications from 1897 to 1903,
which recorded Kos’s speeches, parliamentary inquiries, commentaries, and interpretations of his
work. The study employs content analysis of parliamentary materials and thematic classification of
Kos’s statements regarding pressing social, national, and legal issues. Additional archival sources,
memoirs, and historiographical literature are used to critically cross-reference the data.

The scientific novelty. For the first time in Ukrainian historiography, Dilo is analyzed as a
coherent and systematic body of sources for reconstructing the political portrait of a specific
Ukrainian parliamentarian within the Austro-Hungarian legislative system. The study identifies the
specifics of how information was presented in the newspaper, the editorial board’s ideological
stance on Kos’s key political initiatives, and the role of the press as an instrument for shaping
public opinion and political culture in Halychyna.

Conclusions. The «Dilo» newspaper emerges not only as a source of factual information but
also as an active participant in the political process - a voice of the national-democratic wing of the
Ukrainian movement in Austria-Hungary. Its publications allow for the reconstruction of both the
substantive aspects of Andrii Kos’s parliamentary activity and the mechanisms of political
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Branches of Historical Science, Ternopil Volodymyr Hnatiuk National Pedagogical University, Ternopil,
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communication between the deputy and the electorate. The analysis highlights key themes of his
work, such as the defense of the Ukrainian language in the judiciary, criticism of fiscal policies
affecting the peasantry, opposition to censorship, and advocacy against the feudal-era propinacja
system. In public discourse, Andrii Kos appears both as a representative of socially marginalized
groups and as an advocate for broader national emancipation of Ukrainians within the multiethnic
empire. The results of this study may be useful for further research on the role of the press as a
source of political history, as well as in developing topics related to the history of
parliamentarianism and national representation of Ukrainians in the 19th and 20" centuries.

Problem statement. In the second half of the 19th and early 20M centuries, the
Ukrainian press played a crucial role in shaping national consciousness, political culture,
and the mobilization of civil society in Halychyna. A particularly prominent role in this
process was played by the daily newspaper «Dilo», which for decades remained the leading
printed organ of the Ukrainian national movement and an important channel of political
communication between voters and their representatives in the Vienna Parliament.

One of the active figures regularly featured in «Dilo» was Andrii Kos - a Ukrainian
deputy of the Vienna Parliament, public figure, and lawyer. His parliamentary work
encompassed a wide range of issues, including social inequality, tax policy, the condition of
the Ukrainian peasantry, and interethnic relations within the multiethnic environment of
the monarchy. Reports, transcripts, analytical commentary, and journalistic materials
dedicated to A.Kos’s speeches and initiatives provide a valuable source base for
reconstructing the political context of his activity.

Andrii Kos (1860-1918) was a Ukrainian socio-political figure, lawyer, Doctor of Law,
and a deputy of the Imperial Council of Austria-Hungary (1901-1907). He received his
education at the Lviv Academic Gymnasium and the law faculties of Lviv and Vienna
Universities. After earning his doctoral degree in 1889, he actively practiced law,
particularly in Lviv and Kalush, where he also engaged in extensive civic work. In
Parliament, Kos was a member of the National Democratic faction within the «Ruthenian
Cluby», consistently advocating for the interests of the Ukrainian peasantry, national-
cultural autonomy, and social justice. He was a co-editor of the «Ruthenische Revue»
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journal in Vienna, one of the founders of «Ukrainske Dilo», and the initiator of the Peasants’
Bank in Kalush. His work extended into both political and cultural-educational spheres,
including active participation in the «Prosvita» society.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The declared issue has not been
systematically or comprehensively studied by scholars. Nevertheless, it is important to
acknowledge the works of H. Binder”, A. Baran?, M. Kaziuk and O. Huchal?, K. Kurylyshyn?,
I. Monolatii® and Yu. Plekhan®. However, the problem identified in this article has been
scarcely analyzed, which constitutes the scholarly novelty of this study.

The primary source used in the research is the newspaper «Dilos, which consistently
covered the activities of Ukrainian deputies, including Andrii Kos, in the Vienna Parliament.
The materials of this publication provide detailed information about their political activity,
interaction with fellow parliamentarians and voters, as well as the public’s response to
their work.

The aim of this article is to analyze the parliamentary activity of Andrii Kos in the
Vienna Parliament based on the materials of «Dilo», and to define the main directions of his
political engagement. The research seeks to highlight Kos’s role in parliamentary debates,
their impact on legislative processes, and the defense of Ukrainian national rights within
the multiethnic context of the Austro-Hungarian Empire.

Presentation of the main material. As a result of parliamentary elections in the
Kalush-Dolyna-Zhydachiv-Bibrka-Stryi-Turka constituency, the winning candidate was
Andrii Kos, who secured 466 votes - 38 more than his main opponent, Raiowski, who
garnered 428 votes. Thus, Kos achieved an overall victory, winning in four out of six sub-
districts, indicating a relatively even distribution of electoral support throughout the
constituency.

An analysis of the voting results in individual administrative units reveals Kos’s wins
in Kalush (+51 votes), Dolyna (+37), Zhydachiv (+17), and Bibrka (+11), while he was defeated
in Stryi (-31) and Turka (-47). Raiowski showed his strongest result in Turka, receiving 83

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votes to Kos’s 36-more than double his opponent’s count. This suggests a localized
concentration of electoral support for Raiowski, in contrast to the broader geographic
distribution of Kos’s supporters.

Thus, Kos managed to maintain a stable electoral advantage in the majority of sub-
districts, demonstrating broad regional support despite losses in Stryi and Turka. Unlike
Kos, Raiowski achieved noticeable success only in select local areas. This imbalance in the
geography of support points to Kos’s strategic advantage, as his candidacy was marked by a
more balanced coverage of the electoral space, which proved to be a decisive factor in his
victory”.

During the electoral process, an incident was recorded in which six votes cast in
support of the Ukrainian candidate Andrii Kos were formally annulled on procedural
grounds. Electoral commissions deemed these ballots invalid because the candidate’s name
was written as «Arnpeii», whereas the official legal form, as required by electoral law, was
«AHpbityS. This case illustrates the rigid formalism of the electoral procedure and the use
of technical criteria to influence the voting outcome, which, in turn, could have been
significant in the context of a competitive election.

During the parliamentary debates on February 14, 1901, which focused on the address
to the emperor, Andrii Kos delivered a speech in which he clearly articulated the national
question as a central and urgent issue for the Ukrainian population within the Austro-
Hungarian monarchy. In his address, Kos emphasized that the political, cultural, and socio-
economic status of Ukrainians in Halychyna was largely discriminatory compared to other
nationalities in the empire. He strongly urged recognition of the urgency of the Ukrainian
question as a matter of national importance, requiring systematic and fair resolution by the
central authorities.

In particular, Kos drew attention to legal inequality, restrictions on voting rights,
underrepresentation of Ukrainians in political institutions, and the chronic neglect of their
educational and cultural rights.

Particularly sharp was Andrii Kos’s criticism of the government policies of former
Prime Minister Kazimierz Badeni, which he interpreted as a deliberate strategy to suppress
democratic transformations and legitimize systemic inequality. In his speech, Kos accused
the government of sabotaging the constitutional process, discrediting the electoral
mechanism, and restricting civil liberties, particularly the freedom of political expression.
In this context, A. Kos’s address was not only a parliamentary protest but also a striking
manifestation of the political radicalism of the Ukrainian representation, reflecting the
growing disillusionment with the imperial institutions’ ability to safeguard the basic social
and national rights of the Ukrainian population®. Thus, his speech represented not only an

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act of political defiance but also a sign of the growing national consciousness among the
Ukrainian intelligentsia at the turn of the century.

In a lengthy parliamentary speech that lasted approximately three hours, Deputy Kos
delivered a well-substantiated critique of the government’s initiative to raise the excise tax
rate on alcoholic beverages. In his position, the parliamentarian focused on the socio-
economic consequences of the proposed fiscal policy, characterizing it as one that would
intensify the financial burden on the most vulnerable segments of the population while
indirectly supporting the interests of economically privileged groups.

Kos consistently argued that the implementation of such fiscal measures would have
a pronounced socio-stratification effect: rather than contributing to economic balance,
they would deepen existing social inequalities. Specifically, he emphasized that raising the
excise tax on alcohol would lead to an increase in the retail price of primarily low-cost
alcoholic beverages, particularly vodka, which remained relatively affordable for
economically disadvantaged populations. In his view, this would result in the main financial
burden of the reform falling on socially vulnerable groups-namely, the rural population,
low-paid workers, and small-scale laborers.

At the same time, the impact of the proposed changes on consumers of more
expensive and imported alcoholic beverages-namely, the more affluent social strata-would
be minimal or negligible. Based on this, Kos concluded that such a fiscal policy contradicted
the principles of social justice and contributed to further socio-economic stratification in
society.

In his speech, A. Kos offered a critical analysis of the financial and economic policies
pursued by the Galician Provincial Bank and the credit cooperative. His focus was on the
limited effectiveness of these institutions in providing social protection for the
underprivileged peasantry - a key productive segment of the Ukrainian population in
Halychyna at the time.

Particularly concerning for the parliamentarian was the initiative to introduce a rent
tax, which he viewed as a mechanism for shifting the tax burden onto small borrowers and
debtors. According to A.Kos, in the context of sustained financial privileges for large
landowners, such a taxation system effectively undermined the principles of social justice.
In his arguments, he consistently demonstrated that the proposed legislation had a
distinctly class-based character, as it encouraged capital concentration in the hands of the
economic elite while further marginalizing the most vulnerable groups within the rural
population™.

A. Kos’s position was not only indicative of his deep understanding of socio-
economic processes but also reflected his commitment to shaping a more equitable tax
policy within the framework of parliamentary activity. Thus, his speech had both economic

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and social resonance, raising critical questions about balancing the interests of the elites
and the broader population in the process of financial regulation.

Continuing his critical address, A. Kos also raised the issue of the persistence of
archaic institutions in the production and distribution of alcoholic products - specifically,
remnants of feudal origin such as the right of propinacja (propination), which remained in
force in the territories of Halychyna and Bukovyna. Although the formal abolition of this
institution had been established by the laws of December 30, 1875, and December 8, 1877 -
providing for the termination of propination rights as of December 29, 1877 — in practice,
Polish landowners continued to exercise their monopoly over the establishment of
distilleries and taverns. Kos emphasized several systemic flaws in the aforementioned
legislative acts, particularly their limited duration (25 years) and the continuing economic
dependency of the peasantry on the local aristocracy.

Beyond the legal aspects, Kos’s speech took on an overtly political tone. In particular,
he accused Czech parliamentarians of colluding with the Polish nobility in supporting
reforms to alcohol taxation. This statement generated considerable resonance and quickly
evolved into rhetoric of an anti-Slavic nature, revealing an alignment with pan-Germanist
positions. The speech provoked a wave of protest, including among Ukrainian deputies,
who - despite political differences-expressed solidarity with their Czech colleagues in
response to the nationalistic invectives. In view of the repeated deviations from the agenda
and the growing tensions in the chamber, the presiding officer was ultimately compelled to
revoke Kos’s right to speak. The incident became a notable example of interethnic conflict
within the context of late 19th-century parliamentary debate™.

The issue of the right of propinacja was finally resolved through the Regional Law
«On Measures Regarding the Termination of the Right of Propinacja», adopted on
December 20, 1905. This law introduced a mandatory annual fee of 7,000,000 crowns for
entrepreneurs in Halychyna engaged in public catering and the sale of alcoholic and low-
alcohol beverages. Additionally, it stipulated a separate payment for beer sales until 1912.
The law regulated the mechanism for collecting and utilizing these funds, representing a
significant step toward overcoming the monopolistic influence of Polish landowners in this
sector. Undoubtedly, this legislation settled the issue of propinacja by establishing
consistent annual levies on alcohol vendors, thereby contributing to the elimination of
socio-economic inequality in this field.

In his speech delivered on March 3, 1902, in the Imperial Council, A. Kos focused
primarily on the socio-economic conditions of the Ukrainian population in Halychyna,
particularly in the context of rising unemployment, intensifying emigration, legal
uncertainty, and repressive administrative practices. His arguments were grounded in the
principles of social and national equality, which, in his view, were not being upheld by the
current state policies. In this sense, A. Kos’s address serves as a vivid example of public

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discourse that shaped the political consciousness of the intelligentsia and called for the
active defense of national rights within the multiethnic Austro-Hungarian monarchy.

A central theme of the speech was criticism of the Austro-Hungarian monarchy’s
administrative policy toward the Ukrainian population. Kos emphasized the systemic
exclusion of Ukrainians from state institutions and the discriminatory practices in
education and public administration. In his rhetoric, the bureaucratic apparatus emerges
as an instrument of cultural assimilation and political repression, undermining Ukrainians’
right to participate actively in state-building processes™ .

A significant portion of the speech was devoted to the issue of civil rights and
liberties, especially electoral rights. Kos strongly advocated for active public participation
in the electoral process, which he viewed as a tool of democratic oversight over the
authorities. In this regard, his speech reflects the evolution of Ukrainian political thought,
which sought to integrate the national idea into the broader context of empire-wide
democratic transformation.

During the harvest season of 1902, mass peasant strikes erupted across Eastern
Halychyna. The primary cause was the dire material conditions of hired agricultural
laborers, particularly the extremely low wages paid on manor estates. Men employed in
fieldwork received between 30 and 60 sotyks per day, while women earned only 20 to 30
sotyks, despite workdays often lasting up to 18 hours. An additional economic burden on
peasant households was the necessity for workers to supply their own food while laboring
in the fields, which significantly increased everyday household expenses®.

The discussion of the agricultural strike during a session of the Austro-Hungarian
Imperial Council took on the tone of sharp national-political confrontation, reflecting the
deep social and ethnic divisions in the region. The speech delivered by Member of
Parliament A. Kos made a notable contribution to the debate, as he raised one of its central
issues-the reliability of the official information used as the basis for government decisions
concerning the strike.

In his statements, A. Kos emphasized the biased nature of the sources from which
reports of allegedly high income levels among the striking peasants had been drawn. He
particularly underscored that such information did not come from the strikers themselves
or from independent observers, but rather from county prefects, who based their reports
on statements from large landowners. These landowners, Kos argued, had a direct interest
in maintaining the existing socio-economic order and in discrediting the strike
movement'.

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Thus, A. Kos presented well-reasoned arguments that questioned the objectivity of
the state’s assessment of the strike events, pointing to the systemic one-sidedness of the
administrative narrative. His speech reflected not only the political tensions surrounding
the strike but also an attempt to initiate a broader discussion about the mechanisms of
legitimizing power during times of social conflict.

On June 2, 1902, A. Kos submitted an official inquiry regarding the confiscation of an
issue of the «Dilo», which had occurred following the publication of an article titled «The
Denial of Provincial Subsidy to Prosvitas”. In his inquiry, Kos raised concerns about the
legality of the administration’s actions in restricting press freedom and the public
reporting of decisions made by provincial authorities. He viewed this incident as an act of
censorship aimed at suppressing the Ukrainian press and preventing open criticism of
policies affecting Ukrainian educational and cultural institutions.

Kos also submitted a parliamentary inquiry concerning the confiscation of issues of
the Ukrainian newspapers «Dilo» and «Svoboda»®. These administrative actions were
related to the publication of articles that, in the opinion of the censorship authorities,
carried politically threatening or subversive content. In his inquiry, Kos questioned the
abuse of administrative censorship mechanisms targeting the Ukrainian press,
emphasizing violations of the principles of freedom of speech and the right of the public to
access information. This episode serves as evidence of a broader issue - the systemic
restriction of the Ukrainian information space within the Austro-Hungarian monarchy - as
well as a testament to the efforts of Ukrainian representatives to defend the national media
environment.

One of the important directions in Andrii Kos’s parliamentary activity was the
defense of the rights of the Ukrainian language in public and administrative spheres.
Notably, he initiated a parliamentary inquiry concerning the official use of the Ukrainian
language in the judiciary of Eastern Halychyna”. This inquiry aimed to address the
situation in which the predominantly Ukrainian-speaking population was compelled to
interact with court institutions operating exclusively in Polish or German. Kos’s initiative
reflects the broader discourse surrounding the struggle for language rights and cultural
autonomy for Ukrainians within the multiethnic Austro-Hungarian monarchy.

One of the key forms of political communication between parliamentarians and their
electorate in the early 20" century was the public meeting, which served as a platform to
discuss both local socio-economic issues and matters of national and international
significance. On October 13, 1902, such a meeting took place in the town of Kalush, attended
by members of the Austro-Hungarian Imperial Council Yuliian Romanchuk and Andrii Kos.

In his speech, A. Kos focused on the critical condition of the Ukrainian peasantry,
noting that around two-thirds of peasants had effectively lost their land rights and had
become an agricultural proletariat. The parliamentarian emphasized that the protection of

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the economic and social rights of the peasantry was a top priority of his work in the
Viennese parliament. He paid particular attention to the topic of agricultural strikes in
Halychyna, stressing that unlike in Austria-Hungary, strike action in most European
countries was not banned, but recognized as a legitimate form of social protest. Kos
concluded his speech with an emotional appeal to the peasants not to abandon strike
action, characterizing it as an effective tool for defending their rights'.

Conclusions. The study of materials from the newspaper «Dilo» revealed its
significant value as a source for reconstructing the parliamentary activities of Andrii Kos -
one of the prominent Ukrainian deputies to the Imperial Council of Austria-Hungary at the
turn of the 19" and 20™ centuries. An analysis of the publications demonstrated that «Dilo»
not only regularly and thoroughly covered A.Kos’s speeches, initiatives, and political
positions, but also shaped public perception of his work among Ukrainian readers.

The newspaper functioned as an informational, analytical, and ideological platform
through which Andrii Kos’s activities took on a public dimension. Reports from
parliamentary sessions, reprints of transcripts, political commentary, and editorial articles
allow researchers not only to reconstruct specific aspects of his parliamentary engagement,
but also to trace changes in rhetoric, argumentative strategies, and the degree of influence
external political factors had on the positions of Ukrainian parliamentarians.

Thus, «Dilo» serves as a valuable - albeit ideologically tinged — source that combines
both documentary and journalistic qualities and is an important tool for scholars studying
Ukrainian political life within Austria-Hungary. The study of this source opens new
perspectives for further research, particularly regarding the interrelation between the
press, public opinion, and political representation of Ukrainians in a multinational imperial
context.
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THE MOSCOPHILE MOVEMENT AS A TARGET OF SOVIET INFLUENCE
ON THE SOCIO-POLITICAL SITUATION IN WESTERN UKRAINE IN THE 1920S

Abstract

The purpose of the study is comprehensive analysis of how Soviet diplomatic structures
instrumentalized a segment of the Russophile movement in Eastern Galicia to form the left-radical
party “Sel-Rob” as a legal political base for subversive activities in Western Ukraine. This influence
was directed both against the institutions of the Polish state and the diverse ideological currents of
the Ukrainian national movement.

The methodological framework of the study is based on the principles of objectivity,
reliability, historicism, scientific rigor, and consideration of alternative perspectives. This approach
makes it possible to single out a specific segment of the Russophile movement as an object of Soviet
influence in interwar Poland, to characterize its ideological foundations, political platform, and
organizational structure as the basis for the formation and noticeable influence of the legal political
party “Sel-rob” on the socio-political situation in Western Ukraine in the 1920s. The party was
formed through the unification of the left-radical party “Narodna Volia” with the “Peasants’ Union”
party under the active organizational efforts of Soviet diplomacy in Warsaw.

The scientific novelty lies in the identification and analysis of a previously underexplored
mechanism of Soviet influence through the creation and support of a far-left legal political entity
intended to destabilize the socio-political landscape of Western Ukraine in the 1920s.

Conclusions. After the incorporation of most of the Western Ukrainian ethnic lands into the
restored Polish state, socio-political processes unfolded under new geopolitical conditions. These
changes, among other factors, influenced the institutional and political transformation of the
Moskvophile (Russophile) movement in Eastern Galicia, Chelm Land, and Podlachia during the
1920s. The splits, separations, and emergence of new legal political entities within the reestablished
Polish state did not escape the attention of Soviet diplomats and the USSR’s special services, who
sought to exploit these processes of socio-political structuring both to exert a destabilizing
influence on Polish state institutions and to oppose the legal Ukrainian national movement while
also curbing the influence of Russian émigré structures with anti-Bolshevik orientations. It is
worth noting that contradictions within the leadership of the newly formed “Sel-rob” party became
increasingly irreconcilable, and on September 11, 1927, the majority of former “Narodna Volia”
members announced the formation of “Selrob-Left”, which in the following years played a key role
in spreading Soviet influence in Western Ukraine.

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Introduction. The issue of external influence on the socio-political development of
Western Ukraine within the restored Polish state is not only a theoretical problem
involving the generalization of relevant historiography with the inclusion of new archival
materials, but also has practical significance for analyzing the aggressive policy of the
Russian Federation in the context of the implementation of President V.Putin’s
revisionist foreign policy course in the first quarter of the 21* century. Modern historical
science, in the context of the Russo-Ukrainian war, not only requires the generalization
and systematization of previous research, but also needs to focus on new interpretations
of the Russophile movement as an object of Soviet subversive influence on the socio-
political situation in Western Ukraine during the 1920s.

Analysis of Recent Research and Sources. The historiography of the study
includes both general publications of contemporary Ukrainian historical scholarship and
specialized studies by domestic researchers such as O. Vlasiuk’, R. Husak?, L. Matiushko?,
V. Misko*, M. Pyrih® and 1. Soliar® which focus on the reasons for the unification, the
political program, and the early activities of the legal Western Ukrainian political party
“Sel-rob”. At the same time, the place and role in these processes of one branch of the
interwar Russophile movement - represented by the figures of the left-radical party
“Narodna Volia” and guided by Soviet diplomatic efforts - are mentioned only in passing.
In our view, this aspect requires a separate historical analysis, considering the nature and
evolution of the hybrid methods of political influence employed by Soviet Russia, the
Soviet Union, and the Russian Federation against the Ukrainian national movement in
general, and in Western Ukraine during the interwar period in particular.

The source base of the study consists of archival documents introduced into
scholarly circulation for the first time from the Central State Archive of Public
Associations of Ukraine, the Central State Historical Archive in Lviv, and the State
Archive of Lviv Region.

Research Results. The political and ideological spectrum of the Western Ukrainian
lands incorporated into the reestablished Polish state was marked by distinct historical
and cultural characteristics, which acquired new significance in the context of the

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emerging geopolitical realities. Notably, one of the key currents was the Moscophile
socio-political and cultural-educational movement, which inevitably drew the attention
of Soviet Russian diplomats and intelligence services, as part of their policy aimed both at
weakening Poland and countering the Ukrainian national movement as well as Russian
anti-Bolshevik structures in its eastern territories.

The Moscophile political party known as the Galician-Ruthenian People’s
Organization (HRNO), established in 1919, cautiously supported the concept of Galician-
Ukrainian statehood. Its representatives believed that, following the Treaty of Saint-
Germain, Galicians had not become citizens of Poland, as the Polish government had
received only a mandate for military occupation’.

After the annexation of Eastern Galicia in 1923, the Galician-Ruthenian People’s
Organization disintegrated®. Conservatively minded wealthy peasants and members of
the intelligentsia declared the establishment of the Ruthenian People’s Organization
(RPO)°. The left wing of the Galician-Ruthenian People’s Organization gradually took
shape as the People’s Will Party (PWP)™°.

Ivan Kostetskyi was elected honorary chairman of the Ruthenian People’s
Organization, which declared its “favorable attitude” toward the Polish state and the
“loyal fulfillment of duties by the Ruthenian people as citizens of Poland”, although in
practice it was led by Volodymyr Trush".

Among the strategic objectives of the RNO’s activities was the promotion of the
idea of regional autonomy for the Ruthenian lands within the Second Polish Republic'.

The Ruthenian People’s Organization was proclaimed a national party, the purpose
of which was to defend and protect the national and popular interests of the local
Ruthenian population. The main ideological and programmatic task was considered to be
the improvement of the social and economic conditions of peasants and clerisy®.

Moscophile leaders defined cultural-educational and social-enlightenment work as
effective means of implementing their political program. Delegates from the RNO
participated in the Ruthenian Congress dedicated to public education, which took place
from March 22 to 25, 1925, in Warsaw. H. Malets called on the participants to actively fight
for a Ruthenian school for the Ruthenian population in Poland, based on the belief that,

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like Volhynia, Polissia, the Chelm region, and White Ruthenia, Eastern Galicia with
Lemkivshchyna had always been, and still were, Russian lands inhabited by part of the
ereat Russian people, united by origin, culture, and “tribal madness™.

The Moscophiles referred to their political organization as democratic, considering
it one that promoted the free and full expression of all the creative potential of the
people®.

In the interwar period, the Moscophile movement enjoyed, although not as
powerful, support from a certain segment of the Greek Catholic clergy, the secular
intelligentsia, and representatives of the business circles. This was enough to influence
several tens of thousands of Galician peasants with an active civic stance. In turn, this
allowed them to claim support from several hundred thousand more traditional peasants.
For example, in the mid-1920s, the circulation of one of the most influential Moscophile
publications, the monthly “Science” of the Society of Mikhail Kachkovsky, was 3,000
copies. Another Moscophile publication, “Russian Voice”, had a smaller circulation of
1,200 copies'™.

Interwar Moscophilism, having lost its influential pre-war position in the Galician
political scene, and being fundamentally conservative, sought to adapt and adjust to the
new realities of the time". Therefore, the Moscophiles sought support from Polish
governmental circles and closely collaborated with the Russian minority and Russian
émigrés in Poland®. Such pro-governmental policy allowed, to a certain extent, the
implementation of their cultural, economic, and political plans. However, the latter were
only possible with the support of the official Polish authorities. Moscophiles almost
always entered into coalitions with pro-government political forces™.

However, later the Ruthenian People’s Organization split into two minor groups -
the right-wing and more compliant ones - the “Ruthenian Agrarian Party” (RAP) and the
“Ruthenian Peasant Organization” (RPO)*°.

In the atmosphere of growing Sovietophile sentiments and communist
propaganda, in 1924, a left-wing radical group split from the Moscophile Galician-
Ruthenian Organization, led by K. Valnytskyi, which proclaimed itself the Socialist
Peasant Party “People’s Will”™. An extraordinary supplement to the newspaper “Volya

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Naroda” from October 24, 1926, features a thesis that particularly stands out: “Only
socialism will break the chains of national bondage™2. Therefore, it is not surprising that,
at this time, the leaders of “People’s Will” became the object of interest for the diplomatic
and special services of the USSR, which sought to use the slogans of national liberation
and social justice for subversive activities against the Polish state in the ethnically
Ukrainian lands of Western Ukraine.

Seeking to expand its influence and acting on instructions from Moscow, the
Communist Party of Western Ukraine (KPWU) planned to create a peasant organization
that would encompass all of Western Ukraine in its activities.

At the beginning of 1926, communists noticed a shift towards a socialist radical
direction in the two “previously half-hearted and unclear groups” such as the “Peasant
Union” and “People’s Will”, which managed to increase their influence over the peasantry
and the working class®.

The intermediary role between the true initiators of the unification (the Executive
Committee of the Comintern, the governments of the USSR and the Ukrainian SSR) and
its direct participants (“Peasant Union”, “People’s Will”, and the Communist Party of
Western Ukraine) was performed by the advisor to the Soviet diplomatic mission in
Warsaw, M. Lebedynets. Between 1925 and 1927, he reported several times a month to
Kharkiv about the political situation in Western Ukraine and the unification processes
within the communist movement in Poland**.

From July 7 to 11, 1926, M. Lebedynets held meetings with representatives of the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of Western Ukraine (KPWU), the “Peasant
Union” and “People’s Will”. During these meetings, the name of the new political force
was agreed upon - “The Ukrainian Peasant and Workers’ Socialist Union”™.

During the discussion on the need for unification with the “Peasant Union” the
main argument in favor of creating a new party was the criticism of the KPWU, which was
accused of inefficiency, as its members were widely imprisoned?’.

This position was merely an official cover, as the further activities of the party
were coordinated with the KPWU. The main goal of creating “Selrob” was to cover those
areas of political life that were inaccessible to the communists. Specifically, the status of
deputies in the Sejm gave the party’s members the opportunity to freely hold assemblies,

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meetings, and congresses to activate propaganda among workers and peasants. This
unification also allowed for expanding the electorate, as, unlike “People’s Will”, which
traditionally, for communist-oriented organizations, focused on the working class, the
“Peasant Union” directed its efforts towards the peasantry®.

The final unification of both parties was postponed until the fall of 1926. Before
this, several joint meetings were held to coordinate positions and reach a compromise —
on September 12-13 in Lviv, September 26 in Gdansk, and finally, on October 3 in Warsaw,
the date of the unification congress was set — October 10, 102623,

So, the issue of creating the new organization was discussed at a meeting in Lviv on
September 19, 1926, in the premises of the General Secretariat of the “People’s Will” party.
The meeting was attended by 18 people, including M. Zayats, K. Pelekhatyi, and
K. Valnytskyi®.

During the meetings with the Soviet “curator” Lebedynets, the organizational
foundations of the unification were agreed upon. It was decided that the future united
party would be led by a central committee consisting of 9 or 11 members (on the basis of
an equal number of representatives from both parties, 3 or 4 from each, two
representatives from the Communist Party of Western Ukraine (KPWU), and one from the
youth wing of the party). The “Volenarodivtsi” immediately agreed to the inclusion of two
representatives from the communists in the Central Committee, while the “Selsouzyvtsi”
did not give a final answer yet. It was then decided to nominate S. Makivka (from the
“Peasant Union”) as the head of the Central Committee, K. Valnytskyi (from the “People’s
Will”) as his deputy, and a representative from the KPWU was to be the secretary. The
nominees for the united Central Committee from the first party were S.Makivka,
M. Chuchmai, and S. Kozytskyi, while from the second party, they were K. Valnytskyi,
K. Pelekhatyi, and M. Zayats. It was also decided that the press organs of both parties
("Nashe Zhyttia" and “Volya Narodu”) would change their names, and a representative
from the KPWU would be included in their editorial boards®°.

The KPWU was confident in its success and focused on establishing leadership over
the new force. The main task before the communists was to ensure the existence of the
unification not as “a legal organization of a united revolutionary front, led by the
communist party™'.

The unification process continued on October 3, 1926, in Warsaw, where a sort of
conference of the “People’s Will” took place with representatives from the “Peasant
Union” during which it was emphasized that the goal of creating the new party was to

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avoid both the mistakes made by the communist deputies in the Sejm due to their
principled position and the mistakes in local activities®*.

On October 1o, 1926, a new congress was scheduled in Lviv to finalize the
unification process, with about 50 members of the “Peasant Union” from Volhynia,
Holmschyna, and Polissya, and 50 members of the “People’s Will” party from Galicia
expected to attend®.

On that day, in the small hall of the Lviv Music Society named after Lysenko, the
united congress of the “Peasant Union” and the People’s Will Party took place. The
congress was attended by 55 delegates from the “Peasant Union” from the Volyn, Polissya,
and Lublin Voivodeships (the districts of Brest, Volodymyr-Volynskyi, Wlodawa,
Horokhiv, Hrubieszdéw, Dubno, Drohichyn, Kobryn, Kremenets, Lutsk, Luboml, Ostroh,
Rivne, and Kholm), 4 delegates from three Galician districts (Brody, Berezno, and
Stanislav), and 6 Sejm deputies (A.Bratun, P.Vasylchuk, S.Kozytskyi, S.Makivka,
S. Nazaruk, and M. Chuchmai). From the People’s Will Party, 92 delegates arrived, of
which 76 were from Eastern Galicia, 7 from Volhynia, Holmschyna, and Polissya, 3
delegates represented the student youth, and 6 were members of the Central Committee
of the People’s Will Party. The congress voted for the unification of the two parties and
adopted a resolution stating that all local committees of the People’s Will Party and the
“Peasant Union” would be renamed as the “Selrob” committees*. The declaration of
unification was announced on behalf of the “Peasant Union” by M. Chuchmai, and on
behalf of the “People’s Will” by K. Valnytskyi®.

It should be noted separately that 5 delegates from the “Peasant Union”, led by
Sejm deputy S. Nazaruk, opposed the majority and voted against the unification. This
group, representing the Volodymyr-Volynskyi district organization of the “Peasant
Union”, expressed its desire to cooperate with the Ukrainian Peasant and Workers’ Party.
Soon after the founding congress of “Selrob”, in December 1926, a group of Sejm deputies
- leaders of the previous “Peasant Union”, headed by P.Vasylchuk, also left the
organization. Together with members from the Kholm and Volodymyr-Volynskyi
organizations of “Selrob”, he revived the “Peasant Union” with a new press organ - the
newspaper “Peasant Path”. However, the revived organization turned out to be much
weaker than its predecessor, as its branches were mainly located on both banks of the
Western Bug River?.

Despite what seemed like the clarification of many positions, there remained many
political differences and mutual distrust between the two parties. It seems that from the
very beginning, the merger of such different, essentially antagonistic, political forces was

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doomed to failure. After all, the “Peasant Union” in its programmatic documents declared
its struggle for the slogans of independence and the unity of Ukraine, while the radical
wing of the Moscow-philes from the People’s Will Party (PVP) denied the very existence
of the Ukrainian people, considering its language one of the dialects of Russian. In its
programmatic documents, it was stated that “Russian socialists of Eastern Galicia reject
the aspirations to create new independent nations from the tribes of the Russian people”,
and that there was no need to depart from the Russian language®.

The definition of “Galician-Russian population”, which they used to refer to the
Galicians, was condemned and rejected by the leadership of the Communist Party of
Western Ukraine (KPU), which also considered the denial of the Ukrainian nation to be
erroneous. Under the influence of the Communist Party of Western UKraine, the
leadership of the People’s Will Party (PVP) was forced to break away from the most
radical Russian nationalists and even began publishing their periodical in the Ukrainian
language. The party’s program included a provision on its vision for solving the national
question: “In the current conditions, in solving the fundamental political-state relations
of nations (independence, federation, the right to separation), the People’s Will Party
considers the application of the principle of self-determination as the only means™®.

For the Moscow-oriented “Volenarodivtsi” it was extremely sensitive that the word
“Ukrainian” would be used in the name of the new union. Representatives of the People’s
Will Party accused the “Selyansky Soyuz” of nationalism, while at the same time
criticizing the “Volenarodivtsi” for their national nihilism?.

The statute of the organization was adopted on November 26, 1926, and the program,
after long discussions, was finalized only in February of the following year. The discussions
lasted throughout January 1927*°. Two drafts were presented, authored by M. Chuchmay
and K. Valnytsky. The first version attempted to combine the programs of the “People’s
Will” and the “Peasant Union”, avoiding conflictual issues and shortcomings. As a result, it
was decided to develop an entirely new draft, which was eventually approved*.

In particular, the program emphasized that the organization, as a result of the
merger, had created “one new party of Ukrainian peasants, workers, and the working
intelligentsia, thereby strengthening a unified front of the working masses against the
united front of the bourgeoisie™>.

One of the fundamental theses of the new party was an appealing statement for its
supporters, asserting that “the “Sel-Rob Party” considers the national question in Poland
one of the main problems of the policy of the peasant and working masses™?>.

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However, another programmatic position that should not be overlooked is that
“the Sely-Rob Party fights for the replacement of standing armies with a system of
people’s militias™*, which was essentially aimed at weakening the defense capability of
the Polish state against the backdrop of the growing military strength of the Red Army.

In the activities of “Sel-rob”, traditionally for organizations with a left-radical
orientation, the position was taken on the radical struggle of Ukrainian peasants and
workers “for socialism, the establishment of a working people’s order, where there would
be social, political, and national equality for all people”. It was guaranteed that the social
and national interests of Ukrainian peasantry would not suffer, with the provision of
ensuring the peasants’ right to participate in political and civil life, which “belongs to
them in view of their number and labor™®.

The new party had the most influence in Volhynia and the Khomshchyna.
Supporters of “Selyrob”, like most political parties, considered traditional “village
gatherings” their main method of struggle, which, under certain circumstances, could
escalate into strike actions*.

The creation of the party network was delayed significantly, as in some areas, “Sel-
rob” members had to overcome substantial, not just financial, problems. For example,
local representatives of “Selyrob-left” reported to M. Zayets that by the beginning of 1928,
they were unable to organize a cell in the village of Bortnyky, as the peasants considered
the party “Moscow-oriented”, and their sympathies were with other political forces*.

In early February 1927, the so-called former “Narodovoltsiv’ demanded an
expansion of the Central Committee, as despite agreements made during the merger,
they were in the minority®®. However, their remarks regarding the inclusion of more
representatives from peasants, workers, and youth were not supported*.:

By mid-1927, the contradictions within the party leadership became
insurmountable, and on September 11, the majority of former members of the “People’s
Will” announced the creation of the “Selyrob-left™°.

The analyzed societal and political processes were not only organizationally
inspired by Soviet diplomatic and intelligence agencies, but were also accompanied by
corresponding illegal financing. Specifically, historian V. Misko is convinced that it is
difficult to establish the exact scale of funding for the left-wing radical movement in

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Western Ukraine. However, it is indisputable that a significant portion of this funding
came directly from the Bolshevik government through party structures or indirectly via
international communist organizations. Some evidence points to the financing of political
and public organizations in Western Ukraine that sympathized with the left-wing radical
ideology and were positioned on a pro-Soviet platform®".

Conclusions. After the inclusion of most of the ethnic Western Ukrainian lands
into the newly restored Polish state, the socio-political processes unfolded in new
geopolitical conditions, which, among other things, influenced the institutional-political
transformation of the Moscophile (Russophile) movement in Eastern Galicia, Volhynia,
and Podlasie during the 1920s. The splits, the emergence of new legal political actors in
the restored Polish state could not escape the attention of Soviet diplomats and the
USSR’s special services, who sought to exploit these societal-political structuring
processes both to undermine the institutions of the Polish state and to oppose the legal
Ukrainian national movement while limiting the influence of Russian émigré anti-
Bolshevik structures.

Despite Soviet influence in the formation of a new influential political force, there
remained many political disagreements and mutual distrust between the former parties
“Peasant Union” and “People’s Will”. From the outset, the merger of these fundamentally
different, essentially antagonistic political forces was doomed to failure. The
contradictions between the leadership of the newly formed “Sel-rob” party became
increasingly insurmountable, and on September 11, 1927, the majority of members of the
former “People’s Will” announced the creation of “Selrob-Left”, which in the following
years played a leading role in the spread of Soviet influence in Western Ukraine.

A promising direction for further studies, in our opinion, could be a
comprehensive analysis of the Soviet tools of influence on the socio-political situation in
Western Ukraine in the second half of the 1920s.
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Abstract

The article highlights the key milestones in the formation of the historiosophical concept of
Ukraine-centered historiography of the 1990s in the context of the study of industrial development
and workforce in the Ukrainian SSR during the postwar years (1946-1965). It has been noted that the
significant and positive changes in the theoretical, methodological, conceptual and historiosophical
fields of Ukrainian history, which began in the perestroika period, were further developed during
the 1990s. Furthermore, it is worth mentioning that the unexpectedly powerful impetus for a
thorough reconsideration of Ukraine’s entire history as well as the postwar twentieth century and
the role of Ukrainian workforce and industry during this time was not the result of the internal
logic of the historical science development.

The transformation of national historiography was notably propelled by a robust external
political motivation in 1991, which, along with the groundwork that had been laid, initiated a
thorough reconsideration of the field. The development of an independent national historical
science has led to numerous conceptual and fundamental questions for its scholars. These
questions focus on the perspectives and contexts from which Ukrainian history should be the
studied and written (and frequently rewritten). For the sake of real, not just paper, independence
and, at the same time, for integration into the world historical community, a course of Ukraine-
centeredness was chosen on the basis of theoretical and methodological principles generally
accepted by the world scientific community and modern methods and technologies of historical
epistemology. In the context of renewal, the only possible solution was to find comprehensive,
integrated approaches to the object of study and to combine the methodological and methodical
principles of historical knowledge, proven through years of practical application, with new ones.

The main conclusion of the early 1990s was the understanding that researchers should focus
on people (humanity, communities, social groups), that is, the history of the Ukrainian postwar
industry and workforce should be studied from a historical and anthropocentric perspectives.

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Problem Statement. Ukraine’s independence, the well-known events of the early
1990s, the development of a democratic society and the final victory of pluralism of
opinions resulted the abandonment of the principle of party affiliation in the scientific
community and the possibility of multi-vector development for social science. The
development of the latest theoretical and methodological foundations, cognitive tools, the
formation of Ukraine-centered thematic areas, and the accumulation of factual material
contributed to the formation of national historiography.

The significant and beneficial developments in the theoretical, methodological,
conceptual, and historiosophical fields of Ukrainian history that began in the perestroika
era were actively continued in the 1990s. Nonetheless, it is crucial to acknowledge that
the unexpectedly strong motivation for a thorough reconsideration of Ukraine’s entire
history, particularly concerning its workforce and industry in the postwar twentieth
century, was not merely a product of the internal dynamics of historical scholarship. The
renewal of national historiography was significantly influenced by a powerful external
political catalyst in 1991, which, along with the groundwork laid prior, initiated a radical
reconsideration of national historiography.

Following the collapse of the USSR and the rise of an independent Ukraine,
national historical research attained a sovereign status. The restructuring of academic
institutions occurred smoothly, with staff retention in both higher education and
research institutions, resulting in no significant material or ethical upheaval. At the same
time, the ban on the Communist Party resulted in the elimination of the Soviet-era
historical-party component of historical knowledge, which allowed Ukrainian historical
science to progress on a democratic basis. The lack of lustration and politically motivated
personnel conflicts contributed to the preservation of human resources. Furthermore,
most national scholars accepted the notion of Ukrainian statehood and the independence
of historical research.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The studies by O.Dodonov,
O. Surhai, Ya. Hrytsak, and D. Nefodov include various aspects that are indirectly related
to the subject matter of our research.

Considering the degree of influence of theoretical and methodological
achievements and historiosophical insights of the past on historiography, and what is
more on the specific historical issues, the article aims to highlight the genesis of the
historiosophical concept of Ukrainian-centered historiography of the 1990s in the context
of industrial development and workforce study in the Ukrainian SSR during the postwar
years (1946-1965).

Presentation of the basic material. Historiosophical contributions of
L. Zashkilniak, Ya. Kalakura, S. Kulchytskyi, L. Taran, O. Reient, and I. Kolesnyk have been
of paramount importance in the evolution and establishment of independent Ukrainian
historiography, particularly in addressing significant theoretical and methodological
concerns.
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L. Zashkilniak claims that the modern national historiographic process is
developing largely under the influence of the methodological positions of romanticism
and positivism developed in the nineteenth century/ With regard to the social purpose of
historical knowledge, this methodology, despite its claims to objectivity and impartiality,
serves specific political and ideological needs that force one to perceive the past and
produce knowledge with a predetermined result. The scholar emphasizes that world
historiography, from which Ukrainian scholarship was isolated for a long time, has gone
through the period of “modernity” associated with attempts to impartially examine
historical processes in their socio-cultural diversity and has taken a decisive step
towards “postmodernity” over the past quarter century. The main significance of
postmodernism is an attempt to free oneself from the dictates of a predetermined vision
of the past from the standpoint of an ideologized present, based on which the past was
approached selectively, choosing from it what seemed worthy of attention, but distorted
the past reality, imposing an inappropriate reflection on it. The work proves that the
modern world historical science requires a new vision of the past, when it is not about
the “external history” of objects, but about the “internal history” of subjects, that is, about
the direct history of “man” syncretistically connected with the accumulation and use of
the achievements of his genius. Man, personality, individuality become the alpha and
omega of history'.

Assessing the development of modern Ukrainian historiography, T. Popova pays
special attention to the study of the processes of its institutionalization, understanding
this term as the formation of its cognitive system, infrastructure and system of relations
with society, which together acquires a complete form at the disciplinary stage of
development of this branch of historical knowledge. In the process of cognitive
institutionalization, a consensus is formed on the main segments of historiographical
knowledge as components of the cognitive system of historiography: the definition of
historiographical issues, the corpus of historiographical sources and methods of working
with them, the formation of the theory and methodology of historiographical research,
and the creation of historiographical concepts. The concept of social institutionalization
is predominantly reflected at the infrastructural level, where the organization of
historiographical science is visible in both material and non-material dimensions.
Materially, this encompasses the formation of a historiographical community and a
network of institutions, including academic departments, commissions, chairs, and
specialized dissertation councils. Furthermore, historiography has been institutionalized
as an academic discipline within the professional training of historians, supported by the
emergence of historiographical publications. Non-materially, it pertains to the
development of a framework of norms that guide historians’ research practices®.

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Emphasizing the significance of humanitarian aspects in Ukrainian science, O.
Reient is of the opinion that since Ukraine’s independence, there has been a widespread
misunderstanding among both the public and government officials. This
misunderstanding posits that only scientific disciplines yielding direct economic
outcomes deserve support, while the humanities are viewed merely as contributors to
value systems, societal needs, and the moral and legal environment of the state. The
status of the humanities in the country is notably influenced by the diminishing
distinction between fundamental and applied research; moreover, the social relevance of
humanitarian research surpasses that of natural and exact scientific researches. We
support the researcher’s viewpoint that modern historical science must not overlook its
processes of self-justification and self-identification, as doing so could lead to its own
inhibition and a drift towards quasi-science?.

L. Taran accentuates the necessity of preventing the young national science from
regressing into provincialism. The scholar highlights that a crucial goal for Ukrainian and
global historiography is to surpass positivism and Marxism, paving the way for
methodological pluralism. This evolution will allow for a novel interpretation of Ukraine’s
historical development both as a whole and its specific components®.

According to O.Yas, a contemporary person is at the crossroads of “different,
competing, complementary, sometimes Kkaleidoscopic information environments”, and
this fact leads to deep immersion in virtual space, a continuous pursuit of information’.
The warning of the famous Ukrainian historiographer Ya. Kalakura is in line with this
message, as he notes that the complex and contradictory process of returning historical
science to its natural functions during the transition and transformation of Ukrainian
society from Soviet totalitarianism to democracy encounters not only a general crisis in
all spheres of public life, including science, education and culture, but also resistance
from conservative forces, carriers of the old ideology. A Kind of quintessence of
Ya. Kalakura’s work is the conclusion that the priority for contemporary Ukrainian
historians is to create a scientific history of the Ukrainian people in the context of the
civilizational dimension, which professes humanistic, anthropological, synergistic and
axiological approaches®.

In a similar vein, A.Ziakun infers that the effective selection and extensive
application of diverse methodological tools can prevent the straightforward substitution
of Marxism with any other ideology, thereby avoiding its subsequent absolutization’.

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In accordance with V. Bondar, the transition of many national historians from
Soviet and imperial narratives to a national framework can be likened to a “weathervane”
reorientation. However, this change has produced rather basic elements within the
national historiographical canon, marked by ritualistic appeals to patriotism, a simplistic
black-and-white moral perspective, and a superficial transition from the Soviet model of
“socialist construction” to a national model promoting “Ukrainian statehood™.

A significant work in the theoretical and methodological field of national
historiography is I. Kolesnyk’s “Ukrainian Historiography: Conceptual History” which,
according to the author, aimed to “recreate the conceptual history of historiography as a
theoretical and historical exploration of historical science in the Ukrainian context™. The
researcher’s insights about the difficult transition of historiography from colloquialism to
a theoretical concept, from the practices of historical writing, description and criticism
of events, history-science to its transformation into a special field, a reflective discipline,
and the self-awareness of science are relevant and accurate. The paper addresses the
necessity for clarifying terminology and providing explanations regarding the concept of
‘historiography’. This need is underscored by the 2006 methodological seminar titled
“New Ukrainian Historiography: Images, Methods, Directions,” where researcher
H. Kasianov identified various challenges facing contemporary historiography. Among
these challenges, he highlighted issues related to terminology, the quality of scholarly
texts, the conversion of theories into practical applications, the education of specialists,
and the neglect of the gap between the author and their text, which can lead to overly
personal debates™.

In the collective monograph titled “Disciplinary Dimensions of Ukrainian
Historiography,” the authors explore the impact of globalization and informatization on
the competitiveness of historical knowledge, which has consequently transformed the
status and responsibilities of historiography. Revealing a wide range of problems
regarding the formation of national historiography, V. Bondar rightly notes that the
modern world sees historians not as impartial commentators or coders of the greatness
of a particular culture, nation or class, but rather as translators and mediators, as well as
social therapists who help society “assimilate” episodes from the past, while Ukrainian
historians only to some extent fit into this relatively new role for them™.

Despite non-sgnificant shortcomings, assessing the conceptual development of the
latest national historiography, K.Hlomozda noted such positive developments as
expanding access to the full range of works by national and foreign authors, the

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disappearance of the division between national and diaspora science, strengthening
contacts with foreign experts, the introduction of a large number of sources into
scientific circulation, increased attention to regional and microhistory, the tendency to
“professionalize” historical science, and immunity to quasi-patriotic rhetoric™.

We agree that historiography had and still has a special status in terms of
methodological reorientation of national historical science and, along with scientific,
cognitive, and educational functions, is gaining wide significance, becoming a means of
shaping the people’s historical and national-state consciousnessz®. Contemporary
historians use the achievements of Western methodology, in particular intellectual history,
cultural anthropology, microhistory, social and economic history, history of mentalities and
everyday life, psychohistory, gender history, history of ideas, and oral history.

Contemporary researchers have proven that the ideological course of the postwar
era seriously deformed the socio-political life of Ukrainian society, which, in turn, led to
a loss of knowledge about the real state and needs of society. The ideology of compulsion
caused internal protest and distrust of critically minded citizens; some of whom turned
to living by double standards™.

Conclusions. The formation of an independent national historical science posed a
number of conceptual, fundamental, and basic questions to its representatives: from
what positions and in what context, from what angle, Ukrainian history should be studied
and written (and often rewritten). For the sake of real, not just paper, independence and,
at the same time, for integration into the global historical community, a course of
Ukraine-centeredness was chosen on the basis of theoretical and methodological
principles generally accepted by the world scientific community and modern methods
and technologies of historical epistemology. In the context of renewal, the only possible
solution was to find comprehensive, integrated approaches to the object of study and to
combine the methodological and methodical foundations of historical knowledge already
studied and tested over many years of practice with new ones.

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THEIR IMPACT ON THE LIVING CONDITIONS OF THE POPULATION (19908 AND 20008)
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Abstract

The article aims to clarify the nature of changes in the rural administrative-territorial
structure and their impact on the living conditions of the population. Its methodology is based on
the principles of historicism, systematicity, and verification. The scholar employed problem and
chronological, retrospective, and geopolitical methods.

The research novelty comes from expanding our understanding of changes in the social
structure of Ukrainian society after 1991, clarifying the impact of changes in the administrative-
territorial structure on the living conditions of the rural population, and advocating the idea that
the Ukrainian countryside has acquired a number of new spatial characteristics, saw changes in the
number of settlements and their functional orientation and available types of economic activity.
The issue has been studied by Ya.Fedorenko, T.Melnychuk, M. Ihnatenko, L.Kovpak, and
O. Androshchuk. Our effort to reconstruct various aspects of the impact of changes in the
administrative-territorial structure on the everyday life of the population was facilitated by the
works of economists V. Prokopa and O. Pavliv, as well as published source materials.

The main results of the study: the author has identified the general trends in the number of
villages and their impact on the living conditions of the rural population.

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TURKIC TRIBES IN THE CAUCASUS DURING THE EARLY MIDDLE AGES
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Abstract

The aim of this study is to provide a comprehensive examination of the ethno-political
processes that occurred in the Caucasus during the early medieval period, with particular emphasis
on the role of Turkic tribes - such as the Huns, Khazars, Savirs, Bulgars, and others - in transforming
the historical and cultural landscape of the region. The article is aimed at identifying patterns of
interaction between nomadic tribes, and settled peoples of Transcaucasia, their influence on political
structures, religious systems and the ethnic picture of the Caucasus. It traces the dynamics of
migrations, military campaigns and diplomatic missions of Turkic-speaking peoples in the context of
the broader geopolitical struggle between Byzantium, the Caliphate and the steppe powers.

The scientific novelty of the work lies in the multidimensional approach to the analysis of
ethnic, and political changes in the Caucasus, realized through the synthesis of written sources
(including Byzantine chronicles, Arabic treatises, Chinese chronicles) and archaeological data, as
well as reliance on the latest research in the field of historical anthropology and ethnography. For
the first time, the author introduces into scholarly circulation a set of data derived from Chinese
chronicles of the Han and Tang dynasties, which makes it possible to broaden the understanding of
the international relations of the Turkic tribes. The chronology of the Khazar-Arab clashes is also
clarified, and the little-studied aspects of the cultural adaptation of the Turks in the conditions of
the border region characterized by a high degree of ethno-confessional diversity are considered.

In conclusion, it is emphasized that Turkic tribes, who acted in the Caucasus not only as
conquerors but also as intermediaries between different cultures, had a significant impact on the
development of political institutions, the transformation of the ethno-religious landscape and the
formation of a unique Caucasian model of coexistence. Their participation in the historical
processes of the 6" - 8™ centuries was a factor of profound changes reflected in the stable political
and cultural ties between the Eurasian Steppe and the South Caucasus. The findings broaden the
horizons of research on the early medieval history of Eurasia and emphasize the importance of the
Caucasus as a strategic crossroads of civilizations.

The need to comprehend the factors behind the large-scale migrations of the Huns,
Savirs, Bulgars and Khazars, as well as their influence on the ethno-political and cultural
transformation of the region, is of particular interest. From the 4" to the 7 century the
territory of the Caucasus was involved in the processes that covered a significant part of
the Eurasian space and entered history as the Great Migration of Peoples'.The arrival of
the Huns from the east initiated migration flows that changed the ethnic map of the
region. An important stage of Hunnic expansion was the formation of the Western
Hunnic Empire under the leadership of Balamir in 374. His reforms and military
campaigns in the Gothic lands provoked migration waves that led to the fall of
Hermanaric power and the flight of Athanaric. These events contributed to the
strengthening of Hunnish influence in Eastern and Central Europe® The Caucasus served
not only as a transit zone, but also as a strategic frontier between settled states and
nomadic entities. Military conflicts between the Byzantine Empire and Sassanid Iran, the
weakening of local ruling dynasties and the instability of the internal political situation
contributed to the wvulnerability of the Caucasus to external influences. These
circumstances created favorable conditions for the resettlement of Turkic tribes seeking
to strengthen their position, conquer territories, gain access to trade routes and protect
themselves from the threat of stronger nomadic groups. Some waves of migrations were
expansionist in nature. Thus, the Huns sought to control the passes linking East and
West, as evidenced by their military campaigns, including those directed to the
Caucasus?.Savirs, in conditions of the growing pressure from Khazar Khaganate, aspired
to keep independence and resorted to alliances with Sassanid Iran and Byzantium. The
Bulgars sought new territories to avoid subjugation and preserve political autonomy. The
Khazars, in turn, saw the Caucasus as a strategically important region, allowing them to
control the routes between the Black and Caspian seas*. Natural factors also played a
significant role in the movement of these tribes. Climate change, in particular droughts
and the depletion of pastures in Central Asia, worsened the conditions of traditional
nomadic pastoralism, prompting peoples to seek more favorable territories. In this
context, the Caucasus, with its diverse landscape and water resources, was perceived as a
region capable of ensuring a sustainable existence’.

Turkic peoples who settled in the region influenced the ethnic composition, social
structures and political processes of the Caucasus. They interacted with local societies,

formed alliances, waged armed struggle and left a significant trace in the culture,
language and material heritage of the indigenous population. The analysis of these
processes allows a deeper understanding of the historical dynamics of transformations
that took place at the intersection of cultures and civilizations in the early Middle Ages®.

Extent of the study of the problem. The problem of the presence of Turkic tribes in
the Caucasus was covered in the works of both ancient and medieval chroniclers and
modern researchers. A considerable amount of information about Huns, Savirs, Bulgars
and Khazars is contained in the works of ancient and Byzantine authors. Among the early
sources can be distinguished works of Claudius Ptolemy, Ammianus Marcellinus, Priscus
of Panium, Procopius of Caesarea, Theophanes the Confessor, Theophylact Simocatta,
Joshua the Stylite. In addition to them, valuable information is provided by the work of
the Arab geographer Ibn Khordadbeh “The Book of Roads and Kingdoms™. Antique and
Byzantine historians provide material of ethnographic, geopolitical and military nature
concerning the life, weapons, political organization and cultural features of the Huns and
other nomadic tribes. For example, Procopius of Caesarea® describes the participation of
the Savirs in the military conflicts between Byzantium and the Sassanid power. His works
also trace data on the socio-economic structure of these tribes. Joshua the Stylite? covers
the invasions of the Huns in Byzantine territory, while Theophanes of Byzantium' and
Theophylact Simocatta” provide insight into the foreign policy realities of the second half
of the 6th and early 7th centuries, including allied and hostile relations between the
Turkic tribes and the major powers of the region.

Of particular importance is the “History of the country of Alvan”, which reflects the
political correspondence of the Hun ruler with the leadership of Caucasian Albania,
which allows us to reconstruct the level of social development and foreign policy
ambitions of the Turkic nomads.

Modern historiography, in turn, is represented by a number of fundamental works.
Among them we can emphasize the work of Yu. Jafarov* “Huns and Azerbaijan”, where
the political consequences of Hun migration for the region are analyzed. L.N. Gumilev’s
monograph “The Hunnu”® considers the role of the Huns in the geopolitics of Eurasia,
including the Caucasus region. John Man', in his book Attila: The Barbarian King Who
Challenged Rome, touches on Hunnish migrations in Europe, including their penetration

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into the Caucasus. In Azerbaijani scientific thought, a special contribution to the
understanding of the role of the Turks in the history of the region was made by Alekper
Alekperov, who emphasizes that the Turks of Azerbaijan are an integral part of the
general Turkic world. In his opinion, it is impossible to consider the formation of the
Azerbaijani people in isolation from the history of other Turkic peoples, because the
Turks, who settled in the region since ancient times, had a direct influence on ethno-
political processes in the Caucasus®. Despite significant achievements, there are still
unexplored aspects of this topic. In particular, the forms of cultural interaction between
nomadic and sedentary peoples of the Caucasus, the nature of integration of Turkic
tribes into local political structures and their contribution to the ethnogenesis of the
modern Caucasian peoples have not been sufficiently investigated.

In addition, an important task remains the re-analysis of eastern sources -
Chinese chronicles such as “Records of the Grand Historian™® and “The Book of Han™",
which contain information about the Hunnu and their role in international relations.
Their interpretation with the involvement of modern methods and critical apparatus will
allow us to clarify a number of provisions on the early history of Turkic tribes and clarify
the motivation of their migration processes. Thus, further research requires a
comprehensive approach combining source studies, archaeology and interdisciplinary
analysis in order to achieve a fuller understanding of the influence of Turkic peoples on
the formation of the historical shape of the Caucasus.

Main Material. As you know, the Huns created the first state in Central Asia in the
3" century BC. Chinese sources called them the *Xiong nu’  (44%) .

In the middle of the 1st century BC, the empire of the Huns split into western and
eastern. Having settled in Central Asia, the Western Huns subsequently moved in large
waves to Eastern Europe and simultaneously appeared in the Caucasus. The massive
invasion of the Huns into the Caucasus began in the 370s AD, originating from the eastern
regions of Northern China and Mongolia, and marked a significant shift in the
demographic and geopolitical structure of the region. The Huns were a large alliance of
Turkic nomadic pastoral and warlike tribes. Their economy remained undeveloped,
which forced them to seek means of subsistence at the expense of other peoples - their
territories, resources and labor’®.

Most of these tribes by their anthropological type belonged to the Caucasoid race,
the smaller part retained Mongoloid features of external appearance. After the collapse of
the Western Hunnish power, as if new names of Turkic ethnic groups appeared on the
arena of history. Initially they were part of the Hunnish union. In connection with the
territory of Azerbaijan such tribes of the Hunnish Union as Sabirs/Subars/Suvars/Savirs,
Bulgars, Pechenegs, Kipchaks, Kangars, Barsils, Khazars and others are mentioned. For

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the early Middle Ages, the common ethnonym of Turkic-speaking tribes was the name
“Hun”. The Huns included the Ephthalites, Sabirs, Utigurs, Onogurs, Bulgars, Uzis/Guzis
and others. In the new region, the Huns and their clan units found their kindred
tribesmen, who in ancient times were called Cimmerians, Scythians, Sakas, etc. This
historical phenomenon was recorded by almost all Byzantine writers of the s o
7" centuries ADY. L.N. Gumilev believes that “Huns” is the term used to refer to a people
formed from the Huns, who retreated westward in the 2" century AD, and the Ugrians,
who gradually joined them in the 3'9-4 centuries®. Regarding the Huns L.N. Gumilev
writes: “The Huns are a people formed from fragments of the Di clan, Chinese
immigrants of the Xia tribe and Mongoloid tribes that lived in the steppe on the edges of
the Gobi”. He also notes that the Huns are the Huns who migrated to Europe. At the end
of 1 — middle of 2 centuries, some of these tribes appeared in Central Asia and the Urals.
Then they began to penetrate into Eastern Europe and the North Caucasus®.

In the 370s AD, the Huns crossed the Don River and, having defeated the
Ostrogoths, marked the beginning of a new epoch in history - the Great Migration
Period, which spanned from the 4" to the 7™ centuries. Their rapid advance to the west
caused a chain reaction: tribes that were on the Huns’ path were forced to migrate,
which, in turn, provoked the movement of other peoples. The Huns became known in the
Caucasus, including in the territory of present-day Azerbaijan, even before their
formidable and devastating incursions from the north, which began at the turn of the 40
and 5“‘ centuries. Their mass invasion of the Caucasus was first recorded in the 370s CE.
Describing the Huns, contemporaries reported: “They are physically strong, have a
monstrous appearance. They are not engaged in farming and have no definite place of
residence, no home, no laws, no stable way of life, they roam to different places with
kibitkas, in which they spend their lives, driving before them harnessed animals and
herds. The greatest care they apply to the care of horses”. The Huns’ economy was based
on nomadic cattle breeding. The appearance of the Huns in the Caucasus took several
stages. The first one occurred in the MM centuries. In the 11 century, displaced from
Semirechye in Central Asia, they and the tribes that joined them appeared in the North
Caucasus, where they, according to Dionysius Periegetes of Alexandria (2 century), were
neighbors of the Albanians and Caspians. This refers to the year 160, when a group of
tribes known as the Huns crossed the Volga from the east and settled in the steppes of
the northwestern Caspian Sea. In the 5rd century, the Par-Fian king Khosrow Arshakid
(217-236) invited the Huns for a campaign against the Sassanids. They marched into the
South Caucasus through the Derbend Passage and the Daryal Gorge. Soon after that the
Huns gained a foothold in Northern Dagestan, which from the second half of the

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5rd century began to be called “the land of the Huns”. From here, through the Derbend
Passage, they made campaigns to the South Caucasus. This completed the first stage of
the Huns’ advance to the west*.

The second and most significant stage of migration involving the Huns and the
Caucasus occurred in the second half of the 4Lh to 5“‘ centuries CE. In the late 60s of the
40 century, the Huns forced the Volga and poured from Asia into Europe - into the
steppes of the North Caucasus. It was the time of their mass invasion both to the North
Caucasus and to Eastern Europe, when they moved on the way with a wagon, families and
cattle, i.e. migrated. Here occurred the first clash between the Huns and the Alans, who
were nomadic in the steppes of the Azov-Caspian intermarine, in the northwestern part
of the Kalmyk steppes. The Alans were hostile to the Huns. In 360-370 there were wars
between them, which ended with the victory of the Huns, who, having defeated the Alans,
subjugated them. After that the Huns controlled the steppes of the North Caucasus from
the Caspian Sea to the Sea of Azov. At the third stage the Huns in 371 invaded the
Northern Black Sea coast. This event is connected not just with them, but already with
the Hunnish Union of tribes. Local tribal associations could not withstand the onslaught,
for the Huns were better organized and they had a common military leader. The first to
be attacked were the Alans, who roamed in the Caspian and Precaucasian steppes. The
Alans were defeated and joined the victors. As a result, there were significant changes in
the political and ethnic map of the Caucasus. According to sources, after the collapse of
the Hun power in Central Asia, its descendants continued to exist in the form of new
unions and nomadic associations in Eastern Europe and the Caucasus. In the Caucasus,
the Huns, Savirs and other Turkic tribes in the 3“1—5“‘ centuries not only clashed with the
Alans and local alliances, but also gradually formed their own power structures. As I.
Mukhtarov notes that Hunnish influence spread as far as the Danube and Rome, and in
Eastern Europe and the Caucasus forms of military democracy were established, on the
basis of which later states with elements of early feudalism emerged?>.

In the 70s of the 4" century, the Huns forced the Volga River and attacked the
Alans, defeating them. Some of the Alans were exterminated, some joined the Hun horde,
and those who decided to retain their independence retreated beyond the Terek, where
there were already Alanian settlements. Being as warlike as the Huns, the Alans put up a
worthy resistance to them. Some of the Alans participated in the Great Migration of
Peoples of the Caucasus*. The Huns also interacted with other peoples of the Caucasus,
including Savirs and Maskuts, which led to changes in the ethno-political structure of the
region. In 371, the Huns, taking the conquered Alans with them, advanced far to the west,
up to the Northern Black Sea coast and the Crimea. In 395 the Huns of the Caspian Sea

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made a grandiose military campaign to the South Caucasus and West Asia®. At the turn of
the fourth to fifth centuries, the Hun conglomerate began to advance southward, heading
toward the Sassanid and Byzantine empires. Their path lay through the Dagestan coastal
region, the Derbend Passage and along the Absheron Peninsula. In 395 Huns invaded the
territory of the Sassanid state, reached Asia Minor and Syria. As a result, already in the
70s of the 4" century the Caspian regions of the Caucasus became part of the vast and
powerful Hunnish state.According to scientific literature, the mid-4" century marks the
beginning of meaningful interaction between Turkic peoples and the regions of the
Caucasus®®. Sumbatzadeh also emphasizes: “From this period the North Caucasus
became known as the country of the Huns”, and their nomads spread to the territory of
modern Dagestan, the Lower Volga region and the Volga-Caspian steppes. Then Savirs,
Bulgars and other tribes appeared here, each with its own language. But the Huns
became the main ones, who, as emphasized by J.R. Jafarov, “were in the vanguard of the
widest migration from East to West (from Asia to Europe) of nomadic tribes that started
the epoch of the Great Migration of Peoples™.

Some of these tribes formed their own political formations, which sometimes
included local autochthonous peoples. Other tribes continued to move further south.
During this period, part of the territory of Dagestan began to be called “the country of the
Huns”, and the population of the Caspian region - “Huns”.

The power of the Hunnish power flourished during the reign of Attila (434-453). For
the first decade he ruled together with his elder brother Bleda, whom he later killed,
concentrating all power in his own hands. The Byzantine historian Priscus of Panium,
who visited the Huns’ headquarters as part of a diplomatic mission in 449 under Emperor
Theodosius II (408-450), left valuable descriptions of Attila and his entourage. He noted
that the reception of the Byzantine embassy took place in the mobile headquarters of the
ruler, a spacious tent reflecting the nomadic lifestyle of the Huns. Attila’s permanent
residence was a fortified camp on the western bank of the Tisza River, near the modern
town of Szeged in southern Hungary. About this “barbarian who trampled Rome in mud”,
wrote: “Attila the man of gigantic ambitions and huge talents. He has changed a course of
the Eurasian history, having challenged powerful empires - Sasanid, Roman and
Byzantium; has considerably influenced events in the Central Eurasia, including in
Caucasus. He was the leader of the people who found themselves at the historical
crossroads™®. The state created by Attila and having the center in Pannonia, covered vast
territories - from the coast of the Caspian Sea in the east to the river Rhine in the west,
and from the Danish islands in the north to the river Danube in the south. The empire

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stretched about 800 kilometers wide (from east to west) and 400 kilometers long (from
north to south), covering about 320 thousand square kilometers. If we take into account
the lands that were dependent on the Huns, the actual size of the power was much larger.
L.N. Gumilev emphasizes that for the Huns the epoch of peace lasted 200 years
(160-360 years), the period of victories 95 years, and the collapse and death of the
Hunnish power took only eight years. It also names the Hun empire “military-political
coalition”, instead of tribal union and believes that Attila, the descendant of ancient
Turks, headed “coalition of Germanic-Slavic-Ugric tribes™. Nevertheless, long after
Attila’s death, various tribal unions and ethnic groups traditionally continued to be called
“Huns”. As for the Huns themselves, almost all of them left the steppes of the North
Caucasus in 371, moving first to the Black Sea lands, and then to the territory of the
Podunavia. Then their kin Bittugurs, Kutrigurs, Ogurs, Onogurs, Saragurs, Utigurs moved
from the Ural-Volga interfluve to the Caucasus. Here they roamed in the northwestern
part of the Caspian steppes. In this connection Y.R.Jafarov remarks: “It is with this
circumstance of the main Hunnish movement that the peculiarities of the historical
development of the Caucasus region and the beginning of the formation of modern
ethnic communities in the North Caucasus are connected™°.
From this period the North Caucasus became known as “the country of the Huns”.
At that time the nomads of Saragurs were located in the lower reaches of the Volga and in
the north-east of the Kalmyk steppes; Ogurs occupied the steppe territories of Northern
Dagestan, known as Barsilia; Onogurs lived in the basins of the Terek and Sulak rivers.
Thus, the Huns and the Hunnic Empire significantly reshaped the political, ethnic
and economic map of Eurasia, including the Caucasus. The Huns were associated not just
with the Great Migration of Peoples and the creation of their own state, but also with the
broad migration of Turkic tribes, which had a huge impact on the history and life of the
peoples of the Caucasus, including Azerbaijan. Conclusions based on archaeological data
show the spread of the Huns and their allies in different parts of the Caucasus and
Southern Europe. For example, archaeological excavations in Mongolia and Russia testify to
the existence of urban settlements of the Huns, which had the form of square or
rectangular structures, which is an important evidence of their organization and culture®.
One of the large Turkic tribal formations that settled in the territory of modern
Azerbaijan back in the V century, were Huns settled in Mugani, which modern historians
call Turks. There is a legend that these Huns in the south of Mugani was founded the city
of Ak-gun (Arabic - Balasagun)*>.

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In this regard, L.N. Gumilev notes that the formation of a powerful and vast Hunnic
empire, as well as Attila’s active policies, led to the fact that even long after his death - in
the 6" century - association with the Huns was still considered prestigious. Accordingly,
the Bulgars and Sabirs proudly referred to themselves as “Huns”, incorporating the
ethnonym into their tribal names®. After Attila’s death in 453 and the division of the Hunnic
union into autonomous tribes, the Savir confederation began to dominate the Caucasus.
The Onogur state collapsed and was replaced by a new military-political union led by the
Savirs. This included the rest of the Huns, and also included the Bulgars: “The collapse in
the North Caucasus of the first Hun-Bulgarian association led by the Onogurs caused the
beginning of a parallel process of unification of the nomads of the Eastern Precaucasus and
the formation of a new military-political union led by the Sabirs”.

The etymon of the word savar/sapir/savir/sabir/suvar goes back to Persian savar
‘horseman’, ‘rider’, ‘skillful’. It is derived from the Persian cl. savar. In the Ottoman
dialect the word took the form suvmr. Around 463, the Savirs, who roamed the North
Caucasian steppes, attacked the Saragurs, Urogs and Onogurs. The Saragurs in turn
invaded the lands of the Akatsirs. This action of the Sabirs/Savirs was dictated by the fact
that they were invaded allegedly by the Avars, while the Avars themselves were expelled
by the tribes living on the coast. However, as archaeological research at Palasa-sirt
shows, the movement of the Savirs was dictated by the pressure of Persian troops.
Speaking about the first mention of the Savirs, most researchers take this Priskov date.
However, the ethnonym “Savirs” and its variants were known several centuries before
Priscus. Even in the Ptolemaic fixation they were neighbors of the North Caucasian
Aorses and Pagyrites. To be more correct, Priscus in the original speaks not exactly about
463, but about 461-465. According to Priscus it is impossible to tie the mentioned event to
a certain date, it began to appear in the studies with someone’s light hand®*.

In the second half of the 5 century Savirs settled in the area of the Kuma River,
along the Caspian Sea. As we see, the ethnonym in the Byzantine sources again actively
pops up after the death of Attila. In the early 60s of the 5 century the Savirs/Sabirs forced
the Onogurs (i.e. Bulgars) to leave the lands occupied by them and move to the west of the
Pre-Caucasus. Thus, the southeastern nomads became completely under the control of
the Savirs. The Derbent and Daryal gorges served as the main military and trade
passages. Given this fact, the Savirs began to control the eastern and central regions of
the North Caucasus in the early 6! century. They occupied the areas of those and other
strategic gates. Therefore, researchers call the very beginning of the 6! century the
beginning of Savir hegemony. Some of them even name the exact date - 506. In
“Chronicle” of Theophanes the Byzantine under 516-517 it is written: “Huns, called Savir,
having crossed the Caspian Gate (i.e. Derbent passage), raided Armenia, plundered

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Cappadocia, Galatia and Pontus, and almost approached Euchait”. Therefore, it is
reasonable to believe that it was the invasion of nomads, primarily Savirs, through the
Caucasian passes into Iranian territory that forced Kavad to make peace with Byzantium.
Together with the Khazars, the Savirs “formed one and the same military-political
association, which, however, was headed by the Savirs, because in the first half of the VI
century in most historical accounts it is their name that serves to designate the
barbarians living to the north of Derbent”.

Part of the Suvars penetrated into the South Caucasus in the 6-7 centuries. In 515 and
540 Suvars invaded Albania en masse. M.M. Dyakonov notes that in 515, when Savirs
penetrated into Transcaucasia. Kovad, taking defense measures, began to strengthen the
cities of Baylakan and Partav. In his opinion, the Savirs established themselves in Albania to
the north of the Persian defense line. L.N. Gumilev wrote that in 552 the Suvars occupied
Albania. In 568 the Suvars in the North Caucasus were defeated by the Avars, after which
part of them penetrated into Azerbaijan and settled here. When in 586 the Byzantine army
penetrated into Albania, here it met the Suvars, from whom it took hostages.

According to A.E. KrymsKy, in the 5 century Suvars lived in the area of Kabala, in
northwestern Albania. Khosrow Anushirvan resettled 10 thousand Suvars to Azerbaijan.
The result of all these movements are ethnotoponyms with the ethnonym Suvar. Thus, on
the territory of the present-day Pushkin District, there exists a toponym Bilesuvar,
which, in the form Pilesuvar, was first mentioned in a 13Lh—century source. In
northeastern Azerbaijan (within the former Kuba District), the remains of a fortress
called Galeysuvar — meaning “Fortress of the Suvars” — were recorded in the 19 century.
An archival document registered the kishlak (wintering place) Galey Suar, “Suvar’s
fortress” and Suvarli village on the territory of the Kuba khanate. The ruins of the fortress
in the village of Rustov in the Kuba district are still called Galeye Suarun - “Suvarov
fortress” by Iranian-speaking Tats. The listed ethnotoponyms, in our opinion, leave no
doubt about their Turkic origin from the Suvar community and allow us to conclude that
the Savars (Suvars) in the early Middle Ages were one of the ethnic components of the
ethnogenesis of the Azerbaijani people®.

The above leads to the conclusion that the Pechenegs penetrated into Albania at the
beginning of our era together with the Huns. Ahmed Jafaroghli, for example, believes that
the Pechenegs, Bulgars and Suvars were Hunnic tribes. The Savirs not only influenced the
political situation in the region, but also interacted with local peoples such as the Lezgins,
Avars and Ahwahs. This cooperation was often mutually beneficial, as the Savirs and local
tribes formed alliances that helped both sides with trade and defense. The Savirs used their
military skills to defend local principalities from external threats, primarily from the
Sassanids and Byzantium, and helped strengthen local dynasties. They also played a key
role in fortifying local fortresses and towns, as confirmed by archaeological finds in
Dagestan and South Ossetia. These structures, including fortresses in South Ossetia and

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Dagestan, helped not only in military defense, but also in controlling trade routes and
important strategic points. The interaction of the Savirs with local peoples helped to
strengthen these fortifications and ensure stability in the Caucasus in times of political
instability®. Thus, the Sabirs played an important role in shapingthe ethnic composition,
languages and cultural traditions of the peoples of the Caucasus, leavingan indelible mark
on the history of the region.Some modern historians believe that separate subdivisions of
the Bulgarsappeared in the North Caucasus in the 1st - mid 4" centuries. While many
researchers continue to believe,that the first mention of Bulgars belongs to 354: in the form
Vulgares at Latin Anonymus in his “Chronography”. In the time of Attila Bulgars were
insphere of influence of Huns, and also fought in structure of their armies, though it is not
a question of full subordination. In 493, 499 and 502 Bulgarian make devastatingcampaigns
in northern border areas of the Byzantium Empire®.

In the 31 century, a union of Turkic-speaking tribes was formed, which over time
came to be known as the “Bulgarian” union.The main territory of their settlement was
Northern Black Sea coast and Eastern Azov up to the Kuban River. Separategroups of
Bulgarians lived also on the territory of Dagestan. Beyond the Caspian Gate,says in the
Syrian chronicle of Zacharias Ritor, compiled in the middle of 6 century, live Bulgarians
“with (their) language, people pagan and barbaric™®. In the work of Moses Khorensky in
connection with the events of 2 century BC mentioned the region of Kol in the Ararat
valley, where Bulgars moved from the North Caucasus (Moses Khorensky, Book II, Ch. 9).
In the archival document of 1727 the village of Kul is noted in Nakhchivan.

The question about Bulgarians in Transcaucasia, including Albania, is still not
specially studied. According to Moses Khorensky (5 century), Bulgars first came to
Transcaucasia in the 2 century B.C. According to his report, Bulgars “settled south of Kola
in fertile and fertile places”. It should be noted that the toponym Kol in this message is
identical with Claudius Ptolemy’s Koltene and Gohtan of ancient Armenian sources - it is
the name of the zone of modern Ordubad district of Azerbaijan. The message of Moses
Khorensky is considered an anachronism. But it is a product of the general tendency
prevailing in the works of some foreign and Soviet researchers in relation to the history of
ancient Turkic tribes and peoples. There is an objective opinion that “there are no grounds
to deny the appearance of some Bulgarian groups in the areas of the North Caucasus and
Transcaucasia at the turn of our era or in the first centuries of it”. Moses of Korea has an
expression “the land of Bulgars in the chain of the Great Caucasus Mountain”. It means that
at the time of resettlement of a part of Bulgars to Arax valley, they dwelt in Northern
Caucasus. Undoubtedly this “land of Bulgars” was on the territory of modern Balkaria in

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the North Caucasus and therefore to consider the Balkars as Turkicized Caucasians, as
some researchers believe, would be biased. If we assume that in ancient times the
ancestors of the present Bulgarians switched to the Turkic language, it follows that the
Turkic tribes, whose language was adopted by them were the majority, and that the Turks
must have lived there since ancient times. Resettlement of Bulgarians in Transcaucasia
took place, as it is evident from the work of Moses Khorensky, more than once. Some of
them settled in Albania as well. This is evidenced by numerous ethnotoponyms.

Therefore, it is appropriate to agree with S.S. Aliyarli that in the 45" centuries,
the Proto-Bulgars, along with the Kangars, constituted a compact Turkic group in
Albania. It is noteworthy that in the epic Kitabi Dede Gorgud, “Bulgar” is also mentioned
as a personal name: “I saw the head of the six (tribes), the man named Bulgar.”A part of
Bulgars was called Basil. The ethnonym Basil was first mentioned in the North Caucasus
by Pliny. He informs that Basils (he has Basilids) live in the Black Sea region. Pomponius
Mela also has information about them: “Herr flows between Basilids and Nomads”.
Ptolemy mentioned this ethnonym as Basilichon, which was incorrectly associated with
the ancient Greek word basileus “ruler”. Basil and Khazars, according to Moses of
Khoren, invaded Albania as early as 216. Moses Kalankatuysky mentions the country of
Basils in the north and reports that the Armenian king Tiridat (287-330) fought with Basils
in the Gargar plain in Albania®. The legacy of the Bulgars in the Caucasus is manifested
in the toponymy, cultural traditions and ethnic composition of the peoples of the region.
Many modern peoples of the Caucasus, such as the Balkars and Karachais, consider
themselves descendants of the Bulgars. Research shows that their roots go back to the
Caucasian Bronze Age, which is confirmed by archaeological finds and historical sources.
Thus, the Bulgars played a significant role in the history of the Caucasus, influencing its
ethnic composition, culture, and political landscape in the 416" centuries.

The Bulgars and Khazars are not mentioned earlier than the 6th century, but
undoubtedly came to the Volga basin at an earlier period. It is evident that they arrived in
this region as part of the migratory movement associated with the Huns; as early as the
ond century, according to the geographer Ptolemy, the Huns were located not far from the
Volga River*°.

Khazars — Turkic-speaking people, which became known in the 2 century. But in
world history they first appear after the Hun invasion of the 4 century as a people who
roamed in the Western Caspian steppe, between the river Sulak in Northern Dagestan
and the Lower Volga. The ancestors of the Khazars were descendants of the Huns.
Perhaps, for this reason, contemporaries often, by tradition, called “Huns” both the
Khazars and other later Turkic tribes. In this regard, we note that the outstanding
orientalist L.N. Gumilev specifically drew attention to the fact that, although in the
second half of the s5century, the Huns as an ethnos disappeared, their ethnonym

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continued to be used as a nominal name for many tribes. Byzantine and Arabic authors
unambiguously attributed the Khazars to the Turks. The Khazars themselves considered
themselves, by origin, related to the Turkic tribes of Ugrian, Avar, Guz, Barsil, Onogur,
Bulgar and Savir*.

The earliest reliable references to the Khazars date back no earlier than the
6! century. At that time, together with the Savirs, they repeatedly made campaigns to the
South Caucasus and further into the Sassanid and Byzantine empires. At times, the
Khazars became allies or military mercenaries of the Sassanid Shahanshahs or Basilevs.
Nevertheless, Khosrow I. Anushirvan Sassanid (531-579) ordered to erect a grandiose
complex of Derbend fortifications against the “north wind”, i.e. the Khazars. Not by
chance, in Azerbaijan, through which the Khazar armies passed to the south, until now
the north wind - nord - is called Khazri, and the Caspian Sea is still called the Khazar
Sea. Thus, even before the emergence of the Khazar Kaganate its creators were known in
the Caucasus. Khazars were the backbone of the army of the Western Turkic Kaganate,
which used the territory of Khazaria as a base for its cavalry, which made campaigns to
the Caucasus. Therefore, contemporaries called his warriors Khazars.

The first blow of the Khazars struck Derbent, blocking the passage between the
Caucasus Mountains and the Caspian Sea with powerful fortifications, “to build which -
adds the History of Agvan”, — Dari Persian exhausted our country, collecting architects and
seeking different materials. As “waves of the fluctuating sea”, according to the figurative
expression of the retold story, “the Khazars struck the city of Chola (Derbent) and
destroyed it to the ground*. Having defeated Agvania, the Khazars went to Iberia and
besieged the city of Thilisi, where the Byzantine emperor and his army came. It was at this
time that Iraklius met with the leader of the Khazars, about which Byzantine sources tell.

Created later, in the 7“‘ century, the Khazar state became the successor to the
Western Turkic Khaganate®. Being in the West Turkic Kaganate, Khazars consolidated
and united with related tribes - Savirs, Barsils, Bulgars. As a result, all of them became
known as Khazars, because the latter were the most numerous among them and occupied
a leading position in the association. Therefore, after the collapse of the Western Turkic
Kaganate, it was the Khazar political association that came to the political forefront of
both the Turkic world and Central Eurasia.

In the 3“1 to 5Lh centuries, the Khazars did not yet exert significant influence on the
Caucasus. However, beginning in the 6 century, their presence and impact in the region
increased, culminating in the formation of the powerful Khazar Khaganate in the Ah century.

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Conclusion. Turkic tribes such as the Huns, Savirs, Bulgars and Khazars played a
key role in the history of the Caucasus during the early Middle Ages. Their migrations
and interactions with local peoples significantly influenced the political, economic and
cultural life of the region. The memory of the Huns remained so strong that both their
former allies and the new Turkic tribes that appeared in the Caucasus were traditionally
referred to as “Huns” for a long time. In accordance with the established tradition,
written sources continued to designate various Turkic tribal associations and ethnic
groups of the Caucasus under the common ethnonym “Huns”. The Hun power included
numerous tribes, which later entered the history of the Caucasus under their own ethnic
names. Some of them formed powerful tribal unions - Alanian, Bulgar, Maskut and Savir.
As a result of these processes, the Caucasus became open to new waves of TurKic settlers,
which initiated a long process of Turkization of the region. Starting from the second half
of the 3" century, parallel ethno-political processes began to develop in the Caucasus,
connected with the activities of Sabirs, Khazars, Oguzo-Seljuks and Kipchaks. The
Byzantine and Sassanid empires, in their struggle for influence in the Caucasus, actively
utilized internal contradictions between Turkic forces, pitting them against each other
within the framework of their own geopolitical interests. The presence of the Huns in the
Caucasus facilitated ethnic change and cultural exchange. Local peoples interacted with
the Huns, which is reflected in archaeological finds and historical sources. For example,
traces of Hunnic culture have been found in Dagestan, including burials and artifacts
attesting to their presence and influence. In the early medieval period, the Caucasus
region was a complex mosaic of ethnic and religious communities. Among the Turkic
population settled in Caucasian Albania, there was a clear religious stratification: some
tribes (Huns, Sakas, Gargars, Kangars, Pechenegs, Chuls, etc.) practiced Christianity,
while others, such as the Khazars and Suvars, remained pagans until the adoption of
Islam. Iranian-speaking groups in northeastern Albania and the Absheron Peninsula, in
turn, adhered to Zoroastrianism. These religious differences served as a serious obstacle
to ethno-cultural consolidation among Turkic tribes, despite their common origin. The
opposition between Christian and pagan worldviews persisted until the Islamization of
the region, which began after the Arab conquest.

Abstract

The purpose of the article is an attempt to analyze the process of creating the institute of
military cantonists of the Russian army, to trace the process of forming the legislative base and to
establish their quantitative composition at the end of the first quarter of the 19th century.

The main sources of the work were materials from the funds of the Russian State Military
Historical Archive and a number of printed documents.

The methodological basis of the study is the principles of scientific logic, objectivity,
criticism and verification of sources. Among the basic methods of revealing the problem, one
should mention the problem-chronological approach, historical-genetic and deductive methods,
the method of analytical and comparative-historical typology.

Scientific novelty of the work: for the first time in historiography, an attempt has been
made to comprehensively analyze the reasons for the creation of the institute of cantonists of the
Russian army, to highlight their legal status and calculate their number.

Based on the analysis of the problem, the following conclusions can be drawn: various
segments of the population of the empire were included in the category of military cantonists. Over
time, they received a clear legislative basis. The establishment of this institution not only affected
the size of the army reserve, the government had already begun to consider soldiers’ children as
one of the sources of replenishing the army with educated soldiers, called upon to finally eliminate
conscription.

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COLONIAL POLICY OF THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE
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Abstract

This article presents a comprehensive analysis of the processes of national resistance by the
peoples of the Caucasus region to the colonial policies of the Russian Empire during the first half of
the 19" century. The primary objective of the study is to identify the political, military, and socio-
cultural dynamics of anti-imperial movements in the Caucasus, with particular emphasis on their
forms, stages, and ideological foundations. The author seeks to explore not only the specific
manifestations of resistance, but also the broader context of colonial confrontation in which the
national identity of the Caucasian peoples was shaped.

The methodological framework of the study combines historical-comparative analysis,
elements of the philosophy of colonialism, content analysis of sources (including memoirs and
locally produced narratives), and an interdisciplinary approach that incorporates insights from
political science. This approach allows for the reconstruction not only of historical events, but also
of the mentalities of the resistance participants and their perception of the conflict with imperial
power.

The author reveals the complex socio-political and religious structure of the region, which
significantly influenced the character and forms of resistance. Special attention is given to the role
of Islam, which, under external pressure, transformed into a powerful ideological platform for
anti-colonial struggle. The article emphasizes the figure of Imam Shamil as a symbol of the
unification of the North Caucasus mountain peoples around the ideas of jihad and the Sharia-based
order as an alternative to imperial domination.

The scholarly novelty of the article lies in its rethinking of traditional approaches to the
study of the Caucasian War and the associated resistance movements. Unlike conventional Russian
imperial narratives, the article focuses on the agency of the Caucasian peoples and their struggle to
preserve political autonomy, religious traditions, and cultural identity. Particular attention is
devoted to the phenomenon of Shamil’s Imamate as a form of quasi-state entity that opposed
Russian expansion, and to the ideological role of Islam as a resource of resistance.
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The article also examines the military-administrative measures employed by the Russian
Empire to gradually incorporate the Caucasus into the imperial structure. These included the
construction of fortified lines, armed suppression of uprisings, deportations, land confiscations,
and the dismantling of traditional systems of self-governance. The study traces how, at various
stages of the 19" century, Russian imperial strategies evolved from military confrontation to
attempts at “pacification” and administrative control.

The conclusion substantiates that the resistance of the Caucasian peoples was not merely a
reactive phenomenon, but one grounded in profound national and civilizational motives. The
author argues that the Russian Empire’s colonial policy in the Caucasus constituted not only
territorial expansion, but also a systematic attempt at cultural assimilation, which was met with a
multifaceted and prolonged response from the local population. Thus, the struggle in the Caucasus
during the first half of the 19th century is interpreted as part of a broader global process of national
self-determination among subjugated peoples in the age of imperialism.

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“POLISH ROAD TO FREEDOM”:
THE FATE OF REVOLUTIONARY VIKTOR BOLESLAWOVYCH ARENDT (1843-1927)

Abstract

The article is devoted to the study of the life path of the Polish revolutionary Viktor
Bolestawowicz Arendt (1943-1927).

The aim of the work is a comprehensive study of the life path of the Polish-Ukrainian
revolutionary Viktor Boleslavovich Arendt. To solve this problem, classical methods of historical
science were applied - the principles of historicism, dialectics, systematics, which make it possible
to study phenomena in the process of formation, formation and development, in an organic
connection with the conditions that gave rise to them, the spirit of the time. The study is conducted
taking into account the unity of internal and external, subjective and objective factors of the
historical process. Conclusions are drawn based on the analysis of the entire complex of sources
used, taking into account existing scientific and research traditions.

Scientific novelty. The study is the first attempt at a comprehensive analysis of archival
sources that reflect the revolutionary, scientific-historical, and legal activities of Victor Arendt.

Conclusions. The research revealed that Victor Arendt was born on January 12, 1843 in Kyiv
and came from a Polish family. After graduating from the Vilnius Classical Gymnasium in 1859, he
volunteered for Italy in the army of Giuseppe Garibaldi, to defend the oppressed people from the
Papal authority and Austrian occupation. Upon returning home in 1860, he entered the Krakow-
Jagiellonian Academy, at the Faculty of History and Philology, which he graduated in 1863. On
January 22, 1863, the Polish Revolutionary Foundation in Warsaw declared a general Polish uprising
against the imperial government. Victor Arendt, as an ethnic Pole, immediately appeared at the
Foundation and was accepted as an assistant secretary. It has been established that after the
suppression of the Polish uprising by Russian troops, in March 1864, Victor Arendt was convicted
and arrived to serve his sentence in Vologda prison. After the amnesty of 1867, he went to Paris,
where he took part in the uprising of the Paris Commune. After returning to the Russian Empire,
Victor Arendt took part in the Russo-Turkish War of 1877-1878. In 1907, he entered the Moscow
Archaeological Institute as a student, which he graduated with honors in 1909. Later, he was elected
an honorary member of the institute and defended his thesis there on the topic: “Prehistoric
monuments of the Western Royal Prussians” and received the title of “scientific archaeologist”. In
1909, Victor Arendt decided to become a lawyer and graduated from Moscow University. During
1914-1918, he participated in the First World War. In 1918, during the change of power in Ukraine,
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Symon Petliura appointed Viktor Arendt as an investigator for important cases in the UNR
Directory. In 1918, when the vanguard of the Bolshevik army entered Kyiv, Symon Petliura’s troops
retreated and left Kyiv. In their absence, Arendt, Cherkeza, and Ananyev released the Bolsheviks
from prisons. Upon Petliura’s return to Kyiv, Viktor Arendt was arrested and thrown into prison.
He was released after the establishment of Bolshevik power. In 1918-1919, Viktor Arendt was the
inspector of forests of the Kyiv province and conducted inspections in the counties. However,
falling ill, he was forced to leave for Crimea, where he was appointed forester of the Alupka Forest.
In February 1921 Arendt left for Smolensk on assignment to the position of Smolensk provincial
forest inspector, where in 1922 he was appointed investigator for important cases, and in 1923 to the
position of investigator of the Western District Military Transport Tribunal. In 1924, Victor Arendt
retired from service due to health reasons and was enrolled in the section of scientific workers.
Twenty of his scientific works were translated into foreign languages, and the Paris Academy of
Sciences elected him as its member. In 1927, Victor Arendt’s health deteriorated significantly. In
this regard, as a native of Kyiv, he was sent to the Odessa House of Revolutionary Veterans. 1927 was
the last year of Victor Arendt’s life.

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PARTICIPATION OF WOMEN IN THE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM IN SPAIN
DURING THE REGIME OF F. FRANCO

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to analyse the level of access of Spanish women to the system
of governance and to highlight informal barriers to this access in the context of diminishing rights
and freedoms under Franco’s regime. The study of women’s participation in governance is part of a
wider range of gender studies relating to the period of Franco’s dictatorship. The problem is
relevant in view of the importance of studying the impact of gender stereotypes and prejudices on
inequality of working conditions and pay, and opportunities for career advancement.

The methodological basis of the study is based on the approaches of gender studies, political
and social history. The following methods were used to accomplish the research objectives:
diachronic, retrospective, and historical and genetic. The object of the study is gender inequality in
Spain under the Franco regime. Despite the existence of extensive research on these issues, informal
barriers that prevent women from reaching the top of their careers remain insufficiently studied. The
legal mechanisms for restricting women’s economic independence, participation in labour relations
and access to prestigious positions also require more detailed research.

The scientific novelty of the study is to generalise and systematise the mechanisms of
building political, administrative and social barriers to women’s access to participation in labour
and socio-political activities in Spain under the Franco regime. The article also highlights the
influence of the official ideology of Francoism, the involvement of religious and social institutions
in the formation of gender roles, their distribution and consolidation, the curtailment of the
process of women’s emancipation and the establishment of a system of gender discrimination in
the main spheres of public life.

Conclusions. The socio-political system formed by Franco’s regime was institutionally based
on patriarchal principles that limited women’s socio-political rights and their presence in public life,
including in the public administration system. However, within the official discourse, specific forms
of women’s involvement in phalangist structures, such as the «<Women’s Sectiony, were created. They
played a supportive role in the social and educational spheres, which allowed for the
instrumentalisation of women’s participation to deepen the indoctrination of the population. Some
women held symbolic positions, but they were exceptions that proved the rule. It was only in the
1960s and 1970s, under the influence of liberalisation, that the first practical steps were taken to
overcome gender inequality in the administrative sphere. The results of this analysis confirm the
hypothesis that there are not only legislative but also informal barriers to women’s access to
leadership positions within the framework of gender relations established by Franco’s regime.

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THE DEPICTION OF THE HOLOCAUST IN DANISH CINEMA:
FICTION AND DOCUMENTARY APPROACHES

Abstract

The article explores the prospect of using cinema to form a collective memory of the
Holocaust. Attention is focused on the example of Denmark, due to the significant number of
documentaries and feature films on the issue, made in the country or partially funded by it. In the
study of documentary and feature films on the Holocaust produced in Denmark, it is noted that the
authors of the films focus on two key issues: the rescue of the Jewish population to Sweden in 1943
and the stay of Danish Jews in the Theresienstadt camp.

The purpose of the article is to study the peculiarities of the reflection of the Holocaust in
Danish cinema and to determine the specifics of the reproduction of the Holocaust in Danish
cinema.

The methodological basis of the study is the principles of objectivity, historicism, and
systematicity, which are realized through the use of general scientific methods of analysis,
synthesis, generalization, comparison, and contextual analysis. Methods of historical, cultural, and
cinematic analysis are used to study the depiction of the Holocaust in Danish cinema, as well as
methods of interpreting feature films and documentaries to reveal the specifics of their depiction.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in the comprehensive analysis of the Holocaust in
Danish cinema through a comparison of fiction and documentary films. The study reveals for the
first time the specifics of cinematic comprehension of this topic in the context of cultural and social
conditions in Denmark.

Conclusions. The results of the study allow us to conclude that cinema is a key tool for the
formation of collective memory, which not only preserves history but also influences contemporary
public perception of the Holocaust. Documentary films play an important role in reconstructing
events and educating, while fiction films play an important role in creating an emotional
connection between the viewer and the past. Thus, cinematic works contribute not only to
preserving the memory of the Holocaust, but also to fostering social responsibility and awareness
of the inadmissibility of discrimination in the modern world.

Abstract

Purpose of the study. The purpose of this research is to examine the development of
sanitation in the field of water supply in Poltava and Poltava Governorate during the second half of
the 19th - early 20th century. Particular attention is given to the role of physicians and medical
societies in disseminating knowledge about waterborne infections, the preventive measures they
proposed and implemented, as well as an assessment of the effectiveness of existing sanitary
legislation and administrative actions by local authorities. A significant part of the study is devoted
to identifying the causes of water pollution and the economic and social factors that hindered
consistent compliance with sanitary regulations.

Methodology. The research is based on the combination of several historical approaches:
the application of the microhistorical method to study specific cases of sanitary violations, actions
of the authorities, and the reactions of the population; the use of the history of everyday life
method, which allows tracing household practices in interaction with water sources and cultural
perceptions water; critical analysis of sanitary legislation, government decrees, and administrative
instructions; comparison of epidemiological statistics with documented violations and the level of
hygienic culture during inter-epidemic periods.

Scientific novelty. For the first time in Ukrainian historiography, sanitary aspects of water
supply in Poltava and the Poltava region are comprehensively studied through the lens of the
interaction between medical knowledge, physicians’ recommendations, administrative actions, and
daily practices of the population. It is shown that even in the presence of scientific discoveries and
regulatory acts, the implementation of sanitary measures was constrained by economic limitations,
insufficient public education efforts, and entrenched traditional customs.

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Conclusions. Physicians and medical societies attempted to introduce scientifically
grounded measures (cleaning wells, restricting the use of water bodies for industrial purposes,
boiling drinking water). However, the effectiveness of these actions was reduced due to a lack of
resources, legislative shortcomings, and weak enforcement. During epidemic outbreaks, the
authorities responded more actively, but systemic and consistent sanitary policy was never fully
achieved.

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ANALYSIS OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE VICE-RECTORS OF THE HLUKHIV PEDAGOGICAL
INSTITUTE UNDER THE RECTORSHIPS OF MYKOLA VELIKOLUG AND LEONID GNATYUK

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to analyze the activities of the vice-rectors of the Hlukhiv
Pedagogical Institute during the rectorships of Mykola Velykuluh (1980-1985) and Leonid Hnatyuk
(1985-1990) and to create a prosopographic portrait of the leadership of the higher education
institution. The basis of the source base of the article was the personal files of the vice-rectors,
which are stored in the Departmental Archive of the Oleksandr Dovzhenko Hlukhiv National
Pedagogical University. To implement the purpose of the study, we used biographical,
chronological methods, and the general scientific method of system analysis.

The scientific novelty lies in the fact that the results of the created collective portrait of the
rectors and vice-rectors of the Hlukhiv State Pedagogical Institute named after S. M. Sergeev-
Tsensky Mykola Velykuluh and Leonid Hnatyuk, who worked alternately during the 1980s, have
been introduced into scientific circulation. In the course of our research, we determined that there
is a continuity in their activities. This indicates the acquisition of experience and professional
competence. That is, during the tenure of the rector L. Hnatyuk, the vice-rectorate was more
stable. For the above reasons, the average age of vice-rectors at this time was also higher:
43.8 years versus 40.2 years. Also, the indicator of highly qualified personnel in general in the
period 1985-1990 was higher, as 80% versus 25%. In addition, the gender ratio was in favor of
women during the rectorship of L. Hnatyuk.

Conclusions. Thus, the comparative analysis conducted by us in this study and the created
prosopographical and professional portrait of the vice-rectors of the Glukhiv State Pedagogical
Institute helped us to better identify the features of the development of the higher education
institution during the tenures of M. Velykoluh and L. Hnatyuk in the adjacent historical periods of
the 1980s.

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DEVELOPMENT OF LOCAL HISTORY TOURISM IN CHERNIHIV REGION AFTER 1991:
HISTORICAL BACKGROUND, TRANSFORMATIONS AND CHALLENGES

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to comprehensively analyze the formation, development and
transformation of local history tourism in the Chernihiv region after 1991, and to identify the
historical, sociocultural and political factors that have influenced tourism activities in the region
amid Ukraine’s independence, digitalization processes, and external aggression.

Methodology. The research employs an interdisciplinary approach, combining historical-
genetic, comparative-analytical, and problem-chronological methods. The analysis is based on
primary sources such as official statistics, regional tourism development programs, museum and
archival materials, as well as academic and local history publications. In order to highlight modern
challenges, elements of content analysis of digital tourism platforms and public reports from
regional cultural authorities are used.

Scientific novelty. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the comprehensive coverage of
the stages of development of local history tourism in Chernihiv Oblast in the post-Soviet period -
from the early initiatives of local heritage communities to its institutionalization through national
reserves and tourism routes. For the first time in scholarly literature, the impact of external factors
such as the COVID-19 pandemic and the full-scale Russian invasion has been analyzed in relation
to tourism infrastructure, including the destruction of heritage sites, the decline of visitor flows,
and the increased importance of digital preservation and representation of historical memory.

Conclusions. Chernihiv region is one of Ukraine’s richest territories in terms of historical
and cultural heritage, maintaining tourism appeal even in times of crisis. The main stages of
development include: the emergence of cultural and educational initiatives in the 19th century,
mass school and trade union tourism in the Soviet era, post-Soviet commercialization, and the
current digital transformation. Despite significant losses caused by war, the region retains a
network of museums, reserves, and natural heritage sites, which may serve as a foundation for
renewed routes, including memorial tourism. In the near future, key success factors will include
the implementation of innovative digital navigation tools, the engagement of domestic tourists, and
the development of partnerships between local communities and cultural institutions.

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ORAL HISTORY RESEARCH IN THE CHERNIHIV REGION AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF
MEMORIAL TOURISM AMID THE ONGOING RUSSIAN-UKRAINIAN WAR

Abstract

This article offers a comprehensive analysis of the role of oral history research in
documenting the experience of the Russian-Ukrainian war in the Chernihiv region and its
significance for the development of memorial tourism amid the ongoing full-scale conflict.

The purpose of the research of the article is to examine the mechanisms for integrating oral
history testimonies about the war events in the Chernihiv region into memorial tourism practices,
as well as to determine the role of this interaction in preserving collective memory, strengthening
local identity, and enhancing civic engagement. It also examines methodological and ethical aspects
of recording wartime experiences, the representation of traumatic narratives in public space, and
mechanisms for integrating oral history into memorial routes.

The research methodology combines general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis,
comparison, generalization) with those based on oral history, including the collection,
transcription, and interpretation of individual eyewitness testimonies.

The scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive analysis of the synergy between oral history
research on wartime events in a specific region that experienced occupation (Chernihiv) and its
direct application in the development of memorial tourism during an active phase of the conflict.
For the first time, a critical perspective is offered on the integration of oral history into memorial
tourism practices, focusing on the ethical and methodological challenges of documenting traumatic
experiences. The study highlights the potential of oral history as a tool for consolidating national
memory, strengthening local identity, and effectively countering historical distortion—particularly
relevant in the context of information warfare.

Conclusions: The analysis demonstrates that oral testimonies serve as an invaluable source
for reconstructing a comprehensive picture of the Russian-Ukrainian war in the Chernihiv region.
Their integration into memorial routes and tourism initiatives has significant potential for
preserving historical memory, reinforcing local identity, and encouraging civic engagement.
